As a memorial
to Rev. Dwight E. Potter, former pastor
cf the Union street Presbyterian church
of Oakland, who died about a year ago

while secretary to the New York board
of foreign missions, a bible institute
bunding, to be known as the Dwight Ii
Potter memorial, will be erected at the

new station of Kangkai, Korea, which
he had been instrumental in opening.

The movement was inaugurated re-
cently by the clergyman's friends, who
organized the Potter memorial associa-
tion to honor the memory of the man
by whose exhaustive efforts a small
struggling congregation of 12 years ago
ha? become one of the most flourishing
churches in the community. Potter led
the church for nine years, obtaining
phenomenal results practically and
spiritually. Secretly he gave $500 an«
r.ually from his own small salary <".o

the church. lie was in constant demand
at meetings of different character-
throughout the community, in which he
figured prominency.

Three years ago he was called to the
position he held when the final sura-
inons came. Short as were his labors
in the new calling, he won a reputation
as one of the strongest of the leaders in
foreign missionary work. He offered
himpp-f as a disciple to Korea, but was
physically too weak for the strenuous
mailing. Few men have exercised a
wider influence in church work.

The memorial building will cost
about 52.500, and the association has
appointed a finance committee to attend
to the business interests of the pro-
jiored memorial and receive contribu-
tions.
