Man Who Climbed Pole and
Séized Live Wires Left
Pathetic Note

Nasly, owner with Edwin . Lewis of
the Hasty messenger company of 954
Broadway, was a sticide is borne out
by note found by the Berkeley
morgue officials in his coat pocket this
afternoon.
