Alexander the Great is my favorite
hero. No single personality has done
8o much to make our world what it is
as Alexander of Macedon. His bravery,
his courage, his unwavering persever-
ence, his sympathy for the weak, his
strong attachment to friends, his
princely largeness and generosity of
soul toward all men make him a great
character.

He was born in Greece in 3566 B, C.
His father, Philip, was assassinated in
336 B. C. and Alexander ascended the

throne. As a boy he had been fearless
and self-willed, but was taught to en-
dure hardships. He was fond of Homer
and knew the Iliad by heart. When he
ascended the throne he was but 20
years of age. Revolt broke out every-
where, but he promptly subdued Iit,
The city of Thebes, one of the leading
cities of the revolt, was burned to the
ground and the inhabitants were sold
into slavery, with the exception of
Pindar, the poet.

He subdued Egypt, Phoenicia and
Babylon, and, in some famous battles,
captured Persia, He crossed the In-
Jdns and would have perhaps reached
China had not his soldiers refused to
go farther than the Hydaspes river,

Alexander began his conquest to
avenge the west upon the east, but
later he came to see the excellent and
noble qualities In oriental life. He
aimed, not to hold the world in sub-
jection by the force of a small con-
quering tribe, but rather to mold Per-
sla and Greece into one people on
terms of equality., He himself adopted
Persian manner§ and customs. He
married a Persian princess and coaxed
his soldiers and officers to do likewise.
He died when but 32, the acknowledged
champion of the Greeks,

While on his deathbed he was asked
to whom should his kingdom descend.
He answered, “To the strongest.” He
must have read plainly in the eager
faces around him the strife which was
sure to come, ’

CAIUS JULIUS CAESAR

While going through Roman history
we find Julius Caesar the greatest Ro-
man general, historian, statesman and
conqueror, Caesar's patrician birth, his
relationship to Marius and Cinna, com-~
bined with his personal talents, won for
him the leadership of the popular party.
His attempt to procure the Roman
franchise for the Latins beyond the Po
secured him the sympathies of the Ital-
jans. He was elected consul.

Through Catiline’s outbreak the peo-
ple feared the influence of Caesar, so
elected Cicero consul. Through Pom-
pey and Crassus supporting Caesar he
again gained the consulship. He won
favor as consul because he made a law
for the distribution of the land to the

oor,

In his first campaign Caesar defeated
the Helvetil, sending the survivors
home to cultivate their land, His sec-
ond campalgn was against the Belgae,
in which he defeated four allied tribes,
He defeated the Venetil totally in his
third campuign., His fourth campalign
wag against two German tribes invad-
ing Gaul, whom he defeated., The same
year he invaded Britain and won from
the senate a second thanksgiving last-

ing 20 days. His sixth campaign was
against revolting Gallic tribes, who
were soon reduced to obedience.

His most brilliant victory was over
Vercipgetorix, who led a revolt of
nearly all the Gallic nation. In the

eighth and ninth he gained the final
subjugation of all Gaul. He was mas-
ter of all Italy,

After he defeated Pompey in Greece

he was appointeq dictator for one year,
consul for five years and tribune for
life. He defeated the two sons of Pom-
pey in Spain and was made imperator
for life and his portrait stamped on the
coins of the realm. The 23 wounds
from which he died March 15, 144, tell
the story of envious swords in the
hands of treacherous friends. Thus
died a great general, statesman and
orator,
