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OIL PUNPED BY
ELEGTRIC POWER

Demonstration of Motors at
Kern Well Interests Large
Coterie of Magnates

[Special Dispaich to The Call]

BAKERSFIELD, Sept. 17.—A. E.
Wishon, assistant general manager of
the San Joaquin power company, has
returned from Coalinga, where he
attended an officlal demonstration of
the variable speed motor on the No. 1
well of the Kern trading and oil com-
pany (Southern Pacific) on section
31-20-15. A 48 hour pumping test was
made on the well, which is 1,900 feet
deep and tubed with three inch tubing.
After this the motor pulled the rods,
then the tubing, and next the rods and
tubing filled with oil were raised. The
next test was bailing. The motor was
operated by a regular pumper, who had
liad no previous experience with one.

The test was witnessed by officials of
the Standard oil, Southern Pacific,
Santa Fe, Associated oil and represen-
tatives from almost every company in
the Coalinga field and was proclaimed
an unqualified success, both from a
mechanical and an economical stand-
point,

EQUIPPED WITH MOTORS

Demonstration motors are also in
operation on the Good Luck and P. M.
D. & O. properties. The entire prop-
erty of the latter concern will be
equipped with motors in 30 days.

THE SPECTACULAR

CAMP ATASCADERO, Sept.
“War's glarm” again re-echoed through-
out the beautiful wooded hills and dales
of Atascadero today in the second field
operations of the army maneuvers now
going on under Brigadier General
Tasker H. Bliss. Heliographs flashed
from height to height, “wigwags,” flags
denoted the activity of detachments of
the signal corps, batteries of field guns
thundered across the flats, columns of
cavalryrgalloped along under the pro-

tection of “hills with patrols on the
ridge to the right and left to guard
agalnst surprises, and behind all were
the ambulances, drawn by plodding
mules.

Today’'s field operations were partici-
pated in only by the regulars, the
Arizona militia having arrived too late
last night to take part in the ma-
neuvers.

As a matter of fact there was llttle

excitement and less of the spectacular
in the “battles.” *Thin lines of khakl
clad infantry, inconspicuous against the
brown landscape, moved forward in
skirmish order, now slowly, taking ad-
vantage of every tree and defensive
position, now on the run. A single
shot and then a scattering volley. The
force may be opposed by a regiment or
by no more than a score of men com-
posing an outpost.

are supposed to exist.

With each day the problems, drawn
up largely by Captain A. A. Bjorn-
stad of Fort Leavenworth, detailed as
assistant chief of staff, become harder
and mbre complex. The 22,000 acre
ranch leased by the government has a
varied topography. steep hills, wooded
heights, open flats, valleys and little
dales, affording many opportunities for
surprises and unexpected situations.

“PUBLIC UTILITES
NEED REIN"--LONG

City Attorney Urges Creation
of Special Commission
for Control

—_—

“In California, and particularly in
San Francisco, we are confronted with
a condition of public utility service
and Tule that needs a remedy.” City
Attorney Percy V. Long made this
statement to the members of the Com-
monwealth club at its weekly lunch-
eon in the Palace hotel yesterday, fol-
lowing a recitation of the precautions
adopted in eastern cities for the regu-
lation of the big public service cor-
porations. He urged the creation of

a special commission.

Long read a report of the work per-
formed by boards of commissioners in
the states of Massachusetts, New York
and Wisconsin. All Lad adopted a
rigld’ system of rules governing all
public utilities and their management.
From the fixing of rates to the hear-
ing of complaints and making im-
provements the commission In each
case had absolute control. Maximum
and minimum rates were fixed by two
of the states, while J.ong said he
favored Wisconsin's schéme of fixing
individual rates that made deviation,
below or above, a serious offense.

The work and regulation of these
commissioners were always based on
the wvalyation. Publicity in all ac-
counts and affairs was made impera-
tive. The laws prqvide that the serv-
ice be safe, reasonable and adequate.
Long said:

“San Francisco needs regulation of
public service utilities. We seem to
be arriving nowhere, and without the
intervention of an organization like a
board of commissioners there will be
no fair or proper treatment from util-
ities. The utilities are entitled to a
fair return on their capital, but the
public should receive fair treatment
and good service.”/ ' .

“The best _evidence that California
needs a good scheme of rate fixing
is that both the republican and demo-
cratic partiés have gone into the mat-
tér In one way or another, and T am
.certain that two years hence the vot-
ers of the state will be asked to vote
on a constitutional amendment requir-
ing the appointment of commissgioners
for this purpose. This commission will,
among other things, have the grant-

ing of franchises and the creatjon of | LE

management governing the corpora-
tions.  The commissioners should be a
body of judges free from all bias and

trained in such matters.” . = -

School .Teacher, After Years of
Litigation, Granted $500
a Month

SANTA CRUZ, Sept. 17.—After years
of litigation Judge Smith rendered a
decision granting Mrs. Elizabeth Noel
a divorce,from her husband, Theophilus
Noel, a reputed milHonaire and patent
medicine man, at present residing at

Bering Springs, Mich. The defendant
had filed a cross complaint, but re-
cently withdrew it. The next move
will be the effort of Mrs. Noel to col-
lect judgment through the Michigan
courts’ based on Judge Smith’s decision.
It is not known whether Noel will re-
sist this move.

The action for divorce was brought
upon the ground of extreme cruelty.
The complaint was filed May 18, 1905,
and the action has been the subject of
much litigation since then.

The plaintiff and defendant were
married in Chicago July 12, 1893. Ac-
cording to the testimony, the couple
engaged in advertising and selling a
patent medicine, and in a few years
accumulated a fortune estimated at
about §1,000,000, They purchased a fine
residence in this city, upon which the
plaintiff filed a declaration of home-
stead. Their other property is in Illi-
nois, Michigan and Canada, all under
the control of the defendant.

As a prelude to the grounds on which
the plaintiff was granted her divorce
Judge Smith said: 3 5

“The evidence shows that the prop-
erty was acquired during the marriage
of said parties and is therefore com-
munity property under the laws of this
state. The plaintiff is without means
of support and is compelled to earn her
own living by teaching school, while
the defendant is living in ease and lux-
ury at his palatial summer residence in
the state of Michigan. Under such state
of facts and the decisions of our su-
preme court it is the duty of this court
to award the homestead property sit-
uated in Santa Cruz to the plaintiff, to-
gether with one-half of the other com-
munity property. Plaintiff will also be
allowed the sum of $500 per month for
her support and an additional attor-
ney's fee of $1,500. t
findings be prepared and judgment en-
tered accordingly.”

WASHINGTON, Sept. 17.—Announce-
ment was made by the interstate com-
merce. commission today that.Commis-
-ioner:s Clements, Lane and Clarke and
possibly Prouty would  occupy the
bench when the hearing of the west-
ern freight “advance is resumed next
Monday in Chicago.

The general advance-in freight rates
on: lumber by the Vicksburg, Shreve-
-port and Pacific rallroad company,
which is participated in by 280 other
interstate carriers, was suspended un-
til January 5, 1911, today by the inter-
state commerce commission.

The  tariff suspended provides for
advances principally on yellow pine
lumber from 'all points on the line of
the -Vicksburg, Shreveport- and - Pacific
company in the yellow pine territory
to all points in the United States.
