I3 IN SNARE FIRST

A. Trapani, General Manager of

lery, may avert a scourge of diphtheria
which has been threatening the FPre-
sidio since Friddy.

Private Sylvester Hickock and Cor-
poral Jesse Masters of the Sixtieth
company are down with the menacing
ailment and have been placed in the
isolation ward.

The Sixtieth company, under the
command of Captain T. Q. Ashburn,
who was officer of the day, was placed
under quarantine hy order of Colonel
Lundeen yesterday. The company
went on regufar guard duty at 1
o'clock and was relieved at 4 o'clock
by the One Hundred and Forty-seventh
company.

The barracks of the company whera
the men were taken ill was vacated and
with the assistance of the quarter-
master's department new supplies.
bedding, tenting, cooking utensils and
clothing were rushed to the rear of
Battery Slaughter, near the national
cemetery, and the men were settled in
isolation camp before nightfall. The
speediest action was deemed necessary
in the transferring of the men to pre-
vent the spreading of contagion.
Fumigation of the barracks was begun
immediately.

The physicians of the general hos-
pital are at a loss to account for the
infection. Hickock has been in the
hospital under close observation since
