SMITH PREMIER WINS
BRUSSELS GRAND PRIX

American Typewriter Triumphs
Over Rivals of World

William Allen Dyer, general manager
of the Smith Premier typewriter com-
pany at Syracuse, wired the coast su-
pervisor, E. N. Bartlett of this city,
vesterday that the new model Smith
Premier visible had been awarded the
grand prix at the Brussels exposition
in competition with all the American
typewriters and in competition with
the machines manufactured on the con-
tinent. Its strongest foreign rivals
were the German machines, for the
Germans, after the Americans, are the
greatest manufacturers of typewriters.

The whole matter was turned over
to a body of eminent European en-
gineers, half of whom were Belgians,
and, all details of construction were
very carefully gone into. The thesis
for the Smith Premier was written by
Alexander T. Brown, inventor of the
machine and president of the company.
This thesis was translated for the
board by Max Arnold, who is the Brus-
sels manager of the company. In all
the Smith Premier typewriter company
exhibited some 14 or 15 models, to-
gether with enlarged madels of certain
parts of the machine and mechanical
devices showing its operation. One of
these was the mechanical doll, illus-
trating the interchangeable platen fea-
ture, and the other was an exercising
machine, which operated the No. 10
model at 1,060 strokes per minute,
showing the wonderful speed of the
new model. This latter machine was
a duplicate of the one that is used in
the factory to exercise all machines
before they go to the final inspector.

The award is regarded as another
great triumph for American devised
machines, proving that America leads
the world In mechanical construction.

CREDITORS ACCUSE FIRM
OF INTENT TO DEFRAUD

Railroad Contractors Arraigned
in Bankruptcy Petition

Redmond, De Lueca & Barzellotti,
railroad contractors with offices in the
Bank of Ttaly building, are accused
in a petition filed yesterday in the
United States district court by cred-
itors to. have them declared invelun-
tary bankrupts with making assign-
ments with intent to defraud.

That the firm failed to declare
money which is owing to them from
the Southern Pacific company and the
Shattuck-Edinger company is also
charged.

Mining Speculator’s Wife Com-

$10 COUNTERFEIT BANK
NOTES ARE CIRCULATING

Three Series of Bogus Money |
Being Passed Here |

Three series of forged $10 bank notes
are in general circulation in this city.
The . spurious bills are photographic
reproductions of the notas issued by
the Riverside national bank, the Pasa-
dena mational bank and the Williams-
burg national bank of Pennsylvania.

The forged Riverside national bank
notes were first discovered to be in
circulation in Los Angeles about a
year ago, and a short time later found
their way to this city.

Yesterday it was discovered by gov-
ernment officers that several 'counter-
feits on the Williamsburg national
bank had been successfully passed on
merchants about town.

The passing out of such great num-
bers of counterfeit notes in this ecity
is a puzzle to the government officers,
as the criminals who indulge ‘in these
operations know the field to be better
in the east, where paper money is in
more general use than here. It is
thought that the forgeries are made
by expertg in the east and then sent
out to confederates to pass in this
state. .

HARBOR LINE BOARD
TO CONSIDER CHANGES

Public . Hearing to Be Held on
East Line Survey

The war department announces that
the San Francisco bay harbor line board
has completed a survey of that portion
of the east side of San Francisco bay
lying between Points San Pablo and
San Leandro, with the view of consider-
ing proposed changes in the harber
lines on that side of the bay.

A public hearing will be held at 2
p. m., October 4, either in Oakland or at
503 Market streat, San Franciseco, to
consider the changes proposed by the
city of Oakland in the bulkhead line be-
tween the Southern Pacific mole and the
Key Route pier.
