Japanese Liner Is Off for Orient
With Record Crowd of .

Passepgers

HE Japanese tur-
i bine liner Chiyo
Maru, Captain W.
W. Greene, salled at
5 o'clock yesterday
afternoon for the
orient with more
than 500 passengers
and a big cargo.
First class, second
P Jclass and steerage,
Jthe liner was
crowded to its full
“§ capacity. The Jap-
anese ships have
been steadily galn-
{ing in popularity,
4 and yesterday the
Chiyo, for the first
time since it was

commissioned, went
to sea with every berth taken, Su-

perintendent Gliddon, who had been
working night and day to have the
liner looking its best recelved his re-
ward yesterday in the pleased com-
ments of the passengers -and the
friends who accompanied them on tha
a;}gearance of the ship

he liner left pier 42 promptly at §
o'clock. A strong ebb tide was run-
ning, but with the assistance of the
tug Arabs the big ship got clear of the
wharf without scratching the paint on
its sides.

The agreement of joint operatlon
between the Toyo Kisen Kaisha and
the Pacific Mail steamship company
will terminate at the end of this year.
Among the passengers on the Chivo
was Ben Harnett, Assistant General
Manager Avery’'s assistant, who Is
going to the orlent to establish the
independent ,agencies that will handle
the company’s business when it breaks
with the Pacific Mail and ties up with
the Western Pacific. Harnett has had
a wide steamship experience and will
probably spend six months in China and
Japan. He will remain there unti]l the
new conditions have been  established
and the new schedule is working
smoothly.

Among the passengers were many
missionaries bound for China and
Japan. As the missionaries leaned over
the rail amidships and waved goodby
to their friends on the wharves, the
heathen passengers in the forward
steerage were shooting firecrackers
over the port bow for the purpose of
driving away the evil spirits. or the
pmpmation of the good spirits they

were strewing the water with paper
prayers. Suspended in the smoke of
the crackers, as an adJditional pretec-
tion, was a large papier mache joss,
the nearest thing to a wooden idol that
could be procured in a Christian land.

The Chiyo took away more than 300
Asiatic passengers, Most of them were
Chinese, but about 80 were Hindus,
who, on account of the hookworm and
other objections, had been refused
landing by the immigration authori-
ties. They are on their way back to
the Punjab to tell thelr dusky fellow
countrymen that the famed hospitality
of Hart North had been greatly ex-
aggerated and that the great sahib
was merely the door keeper and not,
as they had imragined, and he once
thought, the gate itself.
