JOHNSON'S STATEMENT

Hering’s Oakland speech and
Post's attempt to make the public_be-
lieve that Johnson was fighting the
Herrin machine for another railroad
called to Johnson's attention by
telephone yesterday afternoon. From
Los Angeles he dictated this statement:

I never had, I never owneJa ana
I never was interested in a single
share of Western Pacific stock, nor
was I ever in any fashion connec ted
with the Western Pacific, neither as
attorney or otherwise. The story
absolutely and ungualifiedly
known to be false, and pub-
lished with the knowledge of its
falsity. It is simply part of the
gross conspiracy that is row ¢n in
this state to win this election by
mendacity, slander and outrageous

vilification. It is exactly what I

warned the people about in my

interview last Sunday, and they
may know that more is to come.

Johnson left no loophole for his de-
tractors to crawl through in that state-
ment. He not only declared that he
never owned any Western Pacific stock,
but he knotked the props out from
any subsequent plea of mistake
about ownership by first declaring that
he never had any Western Pacific stock
and that he was never interested in a

The Western Pacific stock canard

was sprung at Berkeley Tuesday night
by Frank Hering of Indiana, imported
to share with Bell the oratorical bur-
dens of the democratic campaign.

Hering told his audience that he was

and his questions began. They were
so blended as to leave the impression
that his investigations had disclosed
the things he asked Johnson to deny.

By inference and by inference only
Hering :uggﬂ\ed that Johnson had re-
ceived $55,000 in Western Pacific rail-
road stock for his legal services in the
defense of Dalzell Brown.

By inference and not by direct ac-
cusation Hering suggested that John-
son knew that the mythical Western
Pacific stock was purchased with the
money of the depositors in the wrecked
bank and that in law it belonged to
those depositors.

FLARING HEADLINES

The Post, champion of Ruef and kept
defender of Patrick Calhoun, observed
no such legal precautions as those
thrown around his meal ticket by Her-
ing of Indiana. It announced flatly in
flaring headlines: “With Western Pa-
cific Stock in His Purse Johnson At-
tacks S. P.”

The Post and fits keepers indulge
themselves in thin skinned notions
about keeping within the outermost
boundaries of the law. It is their busi-
ness to keep outside the pale of the
law and the penitentiary. They charged
that Johnson had helped Brown loot
the California safe deposit and trust
company and that his share of the loot
being Western Pacific stock, his oppo-
gition to Herrin's control of the gov-
ernment of California was based on
his desire to make his Western Pacific
stock more valuable. '

Before the advent of Hering it had
not been suspected that even a state
that made vice presidential candidates
out of legal advisers for gambling es-
tablishments could spew up that sort
of politics. His Berkeley job may ex-
plain why he is campaigning in Cali-
fornia for Bell and not in Indlana.

KING HURRIES T0
AID OF SUFFERERS

Emmanuel Arrives Unheralded
in Devastated Region Where
189 Perished

Thousands Are Homeless and
Without Food and Drink-
ing Water :

CASAMICCIOLA, island of Ischia, Oct.
26.—King Victor Emmanuel today vis-
ited the island of Ischia, where he
viewed the destruction wrought by the
recent hurricane and cheered the suf-
fering people. Many Americans, learn-
ing of the king's visit, came from the
island of Capri to join in greeting his
majesty.

For an hour or two the king drove
about in a smaill primitive vehicle, but
was soon obliged to abandon this, go-
ing about on foot among the fallen
trees, collapsed houses and heaps of
mud and stone. Although bespattered

up to the knees, his majesty made the
rounds of the entire district. He saw
more than 400 wrecked houses.

Casamicciola has been a favorite re-
sort on account of its hot springs, and
the king expressed regret that the
sources of these waters, which brought
riches to the island, were now buried.
The damage is roughly estimated at
about $10,000,000.

Prior to his departure for 1
evening, the island women, many of
them carrying babies, crowded around
the king, wishing to kiss his hands.

King Cheered at Naples

NAPLES, Oct. 26.—King Victor Em-
manuel_arrived here unannounced to-
day. His coming was not wholly un-
expected, however, for his subjects have
learned that wherever there is wide-
spread suffering his majesty is sure to
be found sympathizing with the afllict-
ed and directing the work of relief.

The populace acclaimed the Kking
with wild enthusiasm. To their wel-
come he replied.

“My heart was so touched by the
sufferings of the people that I was un-
able to resist an impulse to share their
misfortune and so started on a visit to
the devastated region.”

King Victor Emmanuel was accom-
panied by his first aid, General Brusati;
Admiral Garelli and Count Mattiolo-
Pasqualini, minister of the royal house-
hold.

The authorities were able today to
make a more definite estimate of the
fatalities caused by the cyclone, tidal
wave and accompanying eruptions on
Mount Vesuvius and Mount Epomeo.
