HYDROPHOBHA 15 |/
FOUND IN DEAD DOG

Boy Bitten by Animal in Concord
May Have to Take Pasteur
Treatment .

—_—

BERKELEY, Oct. 28.—That a case of
rabies had been discovered in the bay
cities was announced today by Dr. W.
A. Sawyer, director of the state hygi-

enic laboratory at the university. The.

head of a dog aficted with the disease
was sent from Concord to the labora-
tory after Joseph Shark, a 10 year old
boy, had been bhitten, and Doctor Saw-
ver and his assistant, Dr. C. B. Mec-
Glumphy, made tests which showed that
the animal was suffering from hydro-
phobia.

The wounqd in the calf of the Shark
boy’s right leg was; cauterized by Dr.
F. F. Neff, acting city health officer of
Concord,sand the boy’'s condition is
being watched. If symptoms of rabies
develop within the next two weéks the
Pasteur treatment will be given him
here by Doctor Sawyer.

This is the first case of rabies in the
bay citles, although Doctor Sawyer said
that now more than 28 cases have ap-
peared in California, mostly in the
southern part of the state. He notified
Dr. George G. Reinhardt, president of
the boarq of health, and Dr. J. J. Ben-
ton, city health officer, that measures
should be taken to prevent the spread
of the disease. Doctor Sawyer said:’

“The first precautionary measure
should be the muzzling of all dogs in
the bay cities, so that if the disease
should spread to this city it can be
stopped short. All dogs from Contra
Costa counfy should be carefully
watched and for a time a quarantine
should be established.’®

Doctor Sawyer said that the present
case was the only one of true rabies
discovered in the bay region.

“Other cases might follow the Con-
cord case,” he said. “Then again there
might not come to hand another case
for months. How rabies came north
into Contra Costa county we have no
way of determining.”

Little Joseph Shark wa% bitten by the
infecteq dog Wednesday, but has not
shown any serious affection.

Mayor Hodghead said today that
while there was no need for alarm, pre-
cautionary measures might be neces-
sary should the  disease spread fur-
ther. He declared that if such was the
case the city council would act at once,
