Story Concrete Building to |
Cost $400,000

The location of tha new city hall in
Market street,, between Eighth and
Ninth, is expected to materially im-
pfove existing conditions in that sec-
tion.

James Otis, trustee for the A. C.

Whitcomb estata, who will build for
the city’'s occupancy, says that the
structure will be of reinforced con-
crete, six stories in height, 200 feet in
Market street and extending back 165
feat. In the rear, occupying the rest
of the lot back to Mission, will be two
one story buildings for the emergency
hospital and a garage and stable.

Stevenson street, which comes in
from Ninth, has never been cut through
to Kighth, and this space is owned by
the Whitcomb estate.

The new buildings will cost in the
neighborhood of $400,000. The real es-
tatg is estimated to be worth $700,000,
or $3,000 a foot for the frontage in
Market and $500 in Mission. This brings
the total investment up to $1,100,000 or
over. At the rental to the city of
$5,260 a month it will yleld slightly
more tfan §, per cent to the estate,

The Wn{}m Ede company, which
owns a lot by 160 with an L 75 by 75
in Ninth and Stevenson streets, for-
merly the Majestic theater site, in the
same block as the Whitcomb property,
is expecting to build now that the new
city hall is to be located there.
