GIVEN FRESH IMPETUS

Government Gets Behind Move-
ment to Encourage Industry

Were civilization te be deprived of
sponges it would lose one of its most
efficlent forces, The use of them is so
universal that we fail to realize how
almost indispensable they are in the
eguation of cleanliiness. Various sub-
stitutes have been tried, Hut none so
perfectly answer the purpose.

In the household, the hotel, the hos-
pital, the garage, the stable, in fact,
wherever cleansing methods are em-
ployedgthey are a main reliance. It
is no wonder that the demand for them
is increasing as our standards of liv-
ing advance, or that as a result de-
pletion has menaced the beds and that
the prices haveé steadily risen in ac-
cordance - with these conditions, says
the Boston Transcript. ®

When famine threatens us along the
iine of so thoroughly demonstrated a
necessity as this it is the office of sci-
ence to step in and help us out, and
this it has been doing for several years
under government auspices. The
United States bureau of fisheries has
been for some time conducting ex-
periments along the Florida coast and
believes it has succeeded in establish-
ing a method of propogation by artifi-
cial means that bids fair to make
sponge farming a profitable industry,

Volney E. Davis Makes Record _

Breaking Trip on Indian
Machine

After a record hreaking trip twice
across the continent on an
motorcycle Volney E. Davis reached
San Francisco yesterday. His journey
consumed more than four months and
a total distance of 10.400 miles.

Davis, former vice president of the
Motorcyecle club, left here for New
York June 19. By easy stages he
traveled through Arizona, New Mexico,
Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Missouri,
INlinois, Indiana, Ohio, Pennsylvania
and New York.

JohniSorenson, who ehallenged Davis
to m@gpke his ride, accompanied him
as far as Dallas, Tex. Through' the
Yuma desert they encountered sand
storms and terrific heat. It became
necessary to moisten their mouths
every few minutes from the canteens.
Many miles the plucky riders bumped
railroad ties, while Davis, in taking a
short cut across the shore of Salton
sea, punctured his tires.

Desert conditions extended to Texas.
Here heavy rains converted the soil
into impassable black mud. Davis
went. to Chicago alone, Wihen he got
there, he had ridden over a rough sur-
face for 1,500 miles.

June 29 Davis entered New York,
having made the longest continuous
journey of any motorcycle rider. His
motor did not skip a stroke in the
whole trip.

The return home was made easier
by favorable weather. Instead of go-
ing back through the desert, he fol-
lowed the Unlon Pacific. Davis set
out from New York September 6. He
finished in good physical condition.

Davis freely admits it -would take
strong {nducements to persuade him
to undertake a similar trip. Miserable
roads, frequently no road at all, the
thirst of the deserts and burning heat

are obstacles that require much
strength, endurance and grim deter-
mination.

DATES AND FIGURES
BEAR OUT CONTENTION

—_—

Story of Wouldbe Assassin of
Napoleon I Likely

The announcement of the recent
death of a wouldbe assassin of Na-
poleon I seemed at first sight incree-
ible, says T. P.s Weekly, But a few
dates and figures will explain how the
century has been bridged over. In 186s,
when Guerry de Maubreuil regilded his
title by marrying Catherine Schu-
macker, a yYoung Luxembourgeoise, he
was already 84. In April, 1814, he was
a former officer of the imperlal cav-
airy, but had made himself conspic-
uous by ultra royalist demonstrations,
assisting to demolish Napoleon's statue
and riding on the boulevards with the
cross of the Legion of Honor tied to
his horse’s tall. De Maubreuil received
a note asking him to call at Talley-
rand’s house—the historical mansion
opposite- the Tuileries gardens, now
occupied by baron de Rothschild, for
what purpose we shall see.

Rouex-Laborie, secretary of the gov-
ernment, received De Maubreuil, who
was, he knew, riddled with debts The
cautious secretary unveiled the project
of assassination, for which he was to
receive £4,000 a year and a dukedom.
De Maubreuil accepted. On April 18 he
left Paris at the head of a band of
troops, ostensibly to secure the royall
diamonds. The first and only exploit
of the band was to “hold up” the queen
of Westphalia's carriage. Nine cases of
money and jewels were sent to Paris,
but $4,000 was missing—De Maubreuﬂ
had made sure of his fee.

DIET BEST SUITED FOR
ATHLETES A QUESTION

Trainers of athletes have reached the
conclusion that it is impossible to de-
cide upon anything Illke a fixed dlet to
produce muscle energy, but that it must
be regulated according to the idiosyn-
crasies, of individuals. Whereas
formerly it was thought to be a fact
firmly established that a meat djet
alone produced muscle energy, it is
now  known that many athletes do
'equally well on a strict vegetable diet.

In the h-t few years this subject has
interested physicians deeply, and expert
opinions®are of frequent occurrence in
the various medical publications, and
the latest expression on the question
is that in an article appearing in the
Me¢dical Record, which says:

“The question of diet is/of the first
importance in the training of athletes,
and concerning this matter widely di-
vergent views have been expressed by
various authorities. It is freely al-
lowed that the opinions of old time
dictators on the best means of feeding
those in training for the exertion of
severe physical efforts have been for
the most part overturned. diet
in vogue Iin such cases forty of fifty
years agqQ would not meet with favor
in these days.

“H. 1. Gillett read a paper on diet in
training before the Oxford medical so-

ciety in the Radcliffe infirmary, Ox-
ford, on June 17. He pointed out that
the majority of Oxford rowing men
consume on the average of 169 grams
of protein daily, thus exceeding At-
water's standard of 150 .grams dally
for those doing severe w work.

Twenty-One Baseball
Deaths in 1910

CHICAGO, Oct. 30.—At least 21 fatal
basaball accidents occurred during the
season of 1910 in addition to a greater

number of serious accidents ‘vhich did
not result fatally.

Because of the wide distribution of
baseball's popularity, the fact it can
be played practically the year round
in different parts of tha country and
the hosts of men and boys who take
part in it nonprofessionally, no list of
fatalities can be compiled with the

same completeness as in the more re-
stricted fields of football.

Swiftly battad or pitched balls have
caused the greatest number af acei-
dents, sudden exertion has caused oth-
ers, while one victim of heart disease
among the spectators is recorded in the
foregoing list. Three of the deaths
were merely incidental to basebail.
being due not to the game Itself but
to the anger aroused during a game
between colored teams in Georgia.
