The customer went in expecting to get robbed.. The merchant in-
vited him in expecting to get the worst of it.

And so the haggling went on, back and forth, back and forth, some-
times for hours. Each man distrusted the other, each man trying to get
the better of the other, and in the end each man feeling that the other had
got the better of the bargain.

. There was not much advertising in those days; one could not haggle
in an advertisement; there must be plajn statements and definite prices
named in advertising. •

If a merchant advertised a certain article and named a price three
times above its value, the outside man- would not.be able to get anybody
to go in; they would think the price final, since the merchant took the
trouble to publish it. *

The first merchants to advertise honest goods at honest prices had a
hard row to hoe; people did not believe them, thought it was another
move to get the best of them, and the merchants who did not want to
change, who did not want business put on a higher plane, encouraged the
people's disbelief and made a fine penny out of posing as old fashioned
businessmen, as "standpatters" for things as they were.

But progressive men had seen a light and kept on advertising honest
• goods, honestly, at honest prices.

By and by the people began to think that there n>as something in
this one price talk; then they began to investigate; then the advertiser be-
gan to get action.

Just as soon as the people begin to think, it is all over with ques-
tionable methods. They force a man out or force him to get in line, as
is being proved every day in this funny old world of ours.

Advertising, and nothing but advertising, has placed the business of
our country in its high and honorable position. v«
