“New Orleans,  a poverty stricken
town, suffering from a stagnation of
its industries, can not be compared
seriously with San Francisco in the
claims for the holding of a worldwide
exposition.”

Such was the declaration of J. Ellis
Barker, the noted English authority
on economics and author of standard
works on-social conditions of Europe,
who arrived in San Francisco yester-

Orleans, examined the conditions ex-
isting there, and, after being in San
Francisco a single day, unhesitatingly
said that of the two cities San Fran-
cisco was far better fitted to hold the
fair in 1915 than was New Orleans.

“The poverty in New Orleans,”
said, “is intense. I found that ecity
suffering from a stagnation of indus-
tries in very much the same way as
some of the cities of southern Europe.
Two reasons at least which make it
entirely unfit as the site of a world-
wide exposition are that it has in-
sufficient accommodations and that
during the summer time—when the
people of Europe want to travel—it is
not a fit place in which to live. San
Francisco I find so immeasurably su-
perior to New Orleans in all respects
that the two cities can not be com-
pared.”

Barker is one of the few English
authorities of his kind that can find
praise for the social conditions of the
United States as compared to those of
Europe. An ardent protectionist, he
holds that the putting into effect any
of the free trade doctrines preached
will result in injury to the country.

“When I came to the United States
of America,” he sald, “I fully expected
that the cost of living here would be
much higher than in England; but T
find this i8 not the case, at least so far
as the people of small means are con-
cerned. Living here is cheaper for the
poor and more expensive for the rich
than in England.”

One of the few points regarding the
west which Barker criticised adversely
was the status of the state officials and
the judiciary.

IGIRL IS PURSUED

BY PROSECUTORS

Judge Conlan Orders Effie Wil-
son Returned to Mother, and
Exciting Chase Follows

Attempt Made to Place New
Charge of Murder Against
Guido Varsi’s Slayer

A dramatic episode in the unfortunate
career of 19 year old Effie Wilson, ac-
cused of the murder of Guido Varsi,
her lover; occurred in the corridor in
the hall of justice vesterday, when she
was pursued from the courtroom by
*Attorney John Greeley and Assistant
District Attorney G. R. Perkins and
members of the murdered man's fam-
ily in an endeavor to again place her
under arrest for murder following
Judge ,Conlan's order that she be
taken back to her mother in Texas.

The  Wilson girl, on account of her

weakened conaition from tuberculosis,
was placed in charge of Mrs. E. 8. Tut-
tle, Mrs. W, J. Foley and their mother,

Mrs. T. L. Seaton of 150 Frederick
street, pending the hearing of the
charge against her. The evidonce

adduced at the trial and the 1nvest’ga-
tion made by Mrs. Tuttle convinced
Judge Conlan that no jury would con-
vict the girl for murdering the man
who mistreated her.

ORDERED BACK TO MOTHER

When the case was called yesterday
Mrs. Tuttle announced that she was
willing to take - the girl back to her
mother if the court would allow it.
Judge Conlan agreed to this and placed
the girl on probation with Mrs. Tuttle
for two weeks, during which time Mrs.
Tuttle was to deliver the girl to her
mother and bring a receipt to court for
her safe delivery, after whieh the case
would be dismissed.

The plan to aid the unfortunate girl
in getting a new start in life was op-
posed by Perkins and by Greeley, who
was employed as a special prosecutor
by the Varsi family. Judge Conlan
denjed their motion that the trial pro-
ceed and told Mrs. Tuttle to take the
girl away. As Mrs. Tuttle and the
girl started to leave the room Greeley
demanded that the girl be detained un-
til he could swear to another murder
charge. When the Wilson girl heard
this she uttered a scream and started
to run. Greeley and others interested
in her prosecution called upon officers
to arrest the girl and pursued her
down the hallway. The girl darted
into the woman's lavatory and locked
the door, while Mrs. Seaton and Mrs.
Tuttle stood outside and defied Greeley
or others to attempt to lay a hand on/
the girl.

FAIL TO SECURE WARRANT

Greeley and Perking scurried around
trying to get a warrant for murder
signed by one of the judges, but they
were met with a deaf ear. Later Mrs.
Tuttle and the girl started to leave the
building, when Greeley succeeded in
getting Captain Wall to detail a de-
tective to watch the girl while he con-
sulted with the district attorney.

While a detective sat with the girl
at luncheon in a nearby restaurant Mrs.
Tuttle and Attorney John Sullivan con-
sulted with District Attorney Fickert.
Later Fickert made a visft to the hall
to personally investigate the merits of
the case. b

“If I find the facts of this case are as
represented to me by Mrs. Tuttle—and
I have every reason to helleve they are
—T can say now that the Wilson girl
will not be called before the grand
jury. From what Mrs. Tuttle tells me
I can not conceive of the grand jury or
any other jury holding her for mur-
der. When I am personally, satisfied
that I have been correctly informed
Mrs, Tuttle will be allowed to return
the girl to her mother in Texas with-
‘out molestation.”

Fickert probably will announce the
result of his conclusions today.

ALL GOAL GLAINS
" UNDER SUSPICION

(ioven;_ment Agents Will lnves-
tigate 25 Other Groups
in Alaska

Governor Gillett and Congress-
man McLachlan Exonerated
by Official

SPOKANE, Nov. 4-—An investigation
into rumors of the fraudulent acquisi-
tion of the remaining 25 groups. of
Alaska coal lands will be bégun im-
meildiately by special agents of the gen-

eral land office working with the de-
partment of justice. These 25 groups
include practically all of the coal lands
in Alaska. The charge is that much of
this was secured fraudulently by pro-
fessional locaters through dummy en-
trymen as in the five groups already
investigated.

Simultaneously with this investiga-
tion comes the eriminal prosecution of
the men invited.

“We are confident,” said Special
Agent Andrew Christensen, in charge
of the Alaska coal land prosecutions,
“that we will secure convictions of all
persons charged in the indictments re-
turned in Spokane Thursday, and that
it will also result in the ultimate res-
toration to the government of all coal
lands in the cases wherein indictments
were returned Thursday in the Dunn,
Brown and Doughton groups or at Ta-
coma in the Stracey or English and
Christopher-Simmond groups.

“The government will attempt to,
prove conspiracy and frauludent par-
ticipation and will have the title to the
land canceled and restored in the name
of the government.

“In jusice to Governor Gillett, Con-
gressman McLachlan and other assig-
nees of the original locaters it should
be said that the government does not
charge them with having any connec-
tion with the conspiracy.”

The claims involved in the latest in-
dictments do not include -the M. A,
Greéen group, as was first stated..

MacKenzie Arranges Bail

WASHINGTON, Nov. 4.—While it
was denied today by counsel for Don-
ald A. MacKenzie, whose name was
mentioned in the list of those indicted

vesterday in connection with the
Alaska claims, that he had received
information in regard to his indict-

ment, it was admitted that he had gone
out of the city to arrange to give
bonds in the case.

MacKenzie simply bought claims
from the locators, according to his
counsel, and by that action violated no
law.

Blames Administration

+ SEATTLE, Nov. 4-—James Wicker-
sham, delegate to congress from
Alaska, said today that the’coal land
question in that territory never would
have been brought into existence had
the = present law been carried out
promptly by the department of the in-
terior. He continued:

“Under the law which passed con-
gress in Ma’y last the president is em-
powered to  withdraw. all coal lands
from entry, and President Taft imme-
diately availed himself of the privilege
by withdrawing the Alaskan coal
lands. But a very large amount of
coal land was located in Alaska before
the passage of this law, and these are
the claims which should be investi-
gated and allowed to go to patent or to
revert back to the government do-
main.”

DR. BLACKBURN
IS INDICTED;
OTHERS LATER

Co-Conspirators Will Be Charged
When Formal Documents
Are Made Out

Cash Bail Is Set at $3,000, but
Warrant -for Supervisor
Is Not Served

Daniel E. Blackburn, supervisor of
San Mateo county, was formally  in-
dicted yasterday afternoon of the crime
of agreeing to receive a - bribe of
$1,134.50 from Charles S. Marshall of
the H. C Crocker company. The in-
dictment had bean voted at the mid-
night session of the jury - yesterday
morning. Presiding Judge Van Nos-
trand set the bail in the case at $5,000
bond, $3.000 cash bail, which is the
same bail under which Blackburn is
now held to appear in the police court
on a warrant charging him with ra-
ceivigg a bribe-of $853 from Marshall.
The Indictment and the police court
warrant are based on similar facts and
charge an offense growing out of the
same transaction.

A bench warrant was issued for
Blackburn, but had not been received
by' the sheriff's office up to the hour
of closing last evening. The police
court warrant will probably be dis-
missed by the. distriet attorney, and
the indicted sypervisor will have an
opportunity of using his present cash
bail to cover the indictment.

OTHER INDICTMENTS LATER

Surprise was occasioned when the
grand jury -did not return in court
indictments against Joseph Debenedat-
ti, former supervisor, Joseph Francis,
supervisor, and Carl J. Coburn, former
supervisor, on the charges of criminal
conspiracy to extort'a bribe under sec-
tion 182 of the penal coda. Assistant
District Attorney E. A. Lane, who' has
had charge of the San Mateo graft
cases, stated that the indictments
against those three were voted at the
midnight meeting of the jury, but the
formal documents for return in court
had not yet been prepared. It is a
difficult thing ‘to draw up a true- bill
in a conspiracy case, and the district
attorney’s office will prepare the bills
between now and Monday. The grand
judy meets Monday at 11 o’clock.

NO IMMUNITY GRANTED

Coburn is the man who opened up
the whole San Mateo situation this
time, and it was believed that he
would not be indicted, but would be
parmitted to give his testimony for the
state and g0 in peace.
