Carriage Parts Imported From
Australia and America

Bicycles are gradually going out of
date in the Pacific ocean island of Sa-
moa, gigs and carriages having taken
their place, according to the British
consul at Apia.

Carriages are nearly all built locally
from imported material, often imported
in parts,and put together jthere, and
selling at $80 to $120. The half caste
and native carpenters and bhlacksmiths
are very clever at this work. Nearly
every native family in Apia has its own
horse and gig. Both blacksmith and
woodwork parts of carriages, such as
wheels, bolts, clips, ete., are always
salable. There being no Samoan woods
suitable for carriage work, this neces-
sitates the importation of the parts
from Australia and America. Several
sets of white harness are now noticed
in use in place of leather, made of
white cotton with galvanized buckles,
imported, it is said, from Chicago and
sold retail at $10 each.

Oars and boat paints and fittings are
always salable, the Samoans having a
boat building craze. Every village has
its own boat for traveling purposes,
ranging from 70 to 90 feet in length.
On gala days in Apia more than 60
boats of this description have been

found in one race, pulling from 30 to 40
oars each. ;
