J. McEwen of San Francisco, a settler
in Merced colony, has purchased five
thoroughbred Poland China sows. All
these hogs took silver medals at the
state fair. With alfalfa and corn to
condition and fatten on, this thorough-
bred stock will produce the very best
of pork, with a minimum expenditure
of time and money.
