ABERDEEN, Dec. 12.—With the passage Sat-
urday in the lower house of the rivers and har-
bors bill ecalling for an appropriation of $21.-
604,861, the completion of the two Grays Har-
bor jetties is practically assured. The recom-
mendations of the board of engineers that both
jetties be ralsed to high tide jetties will un-
doubtedly be carried out and the work completed
on the continuing contract plan. The $300,000
appropriation represents the amount to be ex-
tended on the jetties during the coming year.
and work will be resumed by the government
early next spring.

About two weeks ago work on the north jetty
was discontinued, owing to the fact that the
money represented In the appropriation had
been expended. Last week Representative Will
E. Humphries wired the local chamber of com-
merce that he believed he would be able to
secure an appropriation of $300.000 for the com-
pletion of the work. This appropriation was con-
sidered absolutely necessary, for the reason that
the work so far carried on would be of little
value unless work was resumed on the project
early next spring.

At present the piling is In place, ready to re-
cefve the rock work. With the south jetty
practically completed as a mid tide jetty, it
will not be necessary to expend the full amount
of the appropriation to complete the project of a
mid jetty. It is evident that the government
has in view the completion of the project to
high tide jetties. The appropriation of $300,000
will be carried as an immediate appropriation,
and $650,000 has been authorized for the com-
pletion of the profeet. It is estimated that up
to the present time $750,000 has been expended
by the government in less than three yvears.

In tow of the tug Goliath, the barkentine Ko-
hala. bringing 200,000 tons of coal for the Grays
Harbor tughoat company, reached Hoquiam from
Puget sound late Saturday.
