OLD SACRAMENTO MAP
BASIS OF ARGUMENT

Capital City Opposes Encroach-
ment of Southern Pacific

Attorneys for the city of Sacramento,
in order to offset the claim of the
Southern Pacific, in {ts petition for a
‘permanent injunction to prevent the
opening of M street in the capital to
the water front, yvesterday introduced
in the hearing before Master in Chan-
cery Wright, a map of Sacramento
made in 1850.

This map shows that Front street, in
1850, extended from its present easter-
ly boundary westerly to the water
front and that M street ended at the
westerly boundary of Front street, the
river side.

City Engineer George M. Randle was
called to the stand and testifieq that
the map was frequently used by engi-
neers who dispute the monumefts of
streets which were set out fn 1880,
the original monuments laid out in
1850 having been destroyed. .
