FIRE ENGINE PUTS
OUT PRISON RIOT

Sweeping Stream Quiets Bel-
ligerent I. W. W. Inmates
of Fresno Jail

[Special Dispaich to The Call]

FRESNO, Dec. 23.—After continuous
rioting for over 24 hours, with frequent
attempts to batter down the walls of
the county jail, it became necessary to-
night to turn a stream of water from
a fire engine upon the I. W. W. mem-
bers in jail in order to restore quiet.

Ineffectual attempts had been made
by the sheriff’s office to stop the trouble
in the tank where the industrial work-
ers are confined. Water was thrown
in the jailer's face, and when the men
were given bread and water this morn-

ing they also threw the bread at the
officers. Climbing up the bars, they
shrieked out curses in a constant

stream, and even went so far as to in-
sult women passing by the jail.

Several attempts were made during
the day to break down the ironwork in
front of the windows.

When Jaller Jones tonight turned
a stream of water on the men they
made a fortress of their mattresses and
prevented a drenching.

As a final resort the sheriff appealed
to Mayor Rowell, and the mayor or-
dered out one engine company of the
fire department. The engine was at-
tached to a regular fire hydrant, a line
of hose was run into the jail and the
fire chief ordered the engineers to turn
on the engine's capacity. The great
stream of water mowed the I. W, W.
rioters down like so much hay. Fire-
men, armed with picks, battered down
the fortress and the prisoners were
left to the mercy of the water.

Within 20 minutes fully eight inches
of water was on the floor. TUnable to
withstand the aqueous battery the riot-
ers gave in, and at 8 o'clock tonight
they were quiet for the first time.

The situation here has reached a
critical point, and it is believed tonight
that if anyvthing more occurs, advan-
tage will be taken of the adjutant gen-
eral’s offer to call out the state militia.

HUNTERSMUSTSTAY
OFF PRIVATE LAND

District Court of Appeal Holds
Owner Entitled to Prevent
Trespassing

SACRAMENTO, Dec. 23.—A decision
of interest to sportsmen and involving
the right of hunters to pursue game on
the lands of private owners was handed
down in the third district court of ap-

peal today, and reversed the ruling of
the Napa superior court in the case of
Edward H. Forestier against Frank
Johnson, et al. The lower court found
in favor of Johnson.

The original case involved the alleged
trespass of Johnson and others for the
purpose of hunting on certain premises
owned by Forestler in Napa county and
known as “Fly Bay.” Forestier had pur-
chased the land from the state and had
adequate title. The contention was that
he had no right to keep hunters from
going on it to hunt on “Fly Bay,” which
was classified as navigable waters.

Judges Hart and Chipman concurred
with Judge Burnett in holding that the
issue involved was similar to the former
case of Kellogg against King, where it
was held that “the wild game of the
state belongs to the people In their sov-
ereign capacity and is not subject to
private dominion to any greater extent
than the people through the legislature
may see fit to make.”

Yet, said Judge Burnett, under section
656 of the civil code, while wild birds
are within a person’s inclosure, “he has
such rights {n them as entitle him to
protect them from invasion by those not
authorized to be there, and any person
violating snch rights is as much a tres-
passer as though entering unbidden the
plaintiff’'s dwelling.”

FRESNO CIVIC BODIES
TO DISCUSS FRANCHISE

Interurban Line, Deadlock Will
Result in Investigation
