MASSON FLITS AT
SANTABARBARA

Ivy Baldwin Drops Ten Feet
And Damages His

Airship

SANTA BARBARA. Jan. I.—The

first day of Santa Barbara's aviation
meet was saved from being a grievous

disappointment by the sensational
flight of Masson, the Frenchman, in a
Curtlss-Fnrnum biplane. His feats

more htna made up for the failure of
Ivy Baldwin, who. in a similar though

smaller machine, made repeated efforts
to get off the ground. He finally rose
10 feet and fell. Two ribs of one plane

were snapped and other small damage

\u25a0attained by the machine, though
Baldwin was uninjured. His car WM

then towel ignomlniously to camp just

as Masson made ready for his first
trials, flying a few times back and

forth across the Held, demonstrating
oomplete coatrol, the ability to rise and
fall at will/

His engine is a new type, made in
Oakland and tried for the second time
today. \t has eight cylinders, the pro-
peller mailing 1,200 revolutions a min-
ute and a speed of over 50 miles an
hour being attained.

Masson sailed away toward tliß
mountains. In three minutes the car
was lost to sight in the shadows of
distant canyons, but was located again
when the afternoon sun glistened on
the white rudder as the turn was mad«.

Coming back at express speed, Mas-
son landed where he had started amidst
the plaudits of 3,000 persons. He hatl
traveled six miles in seven minutes and
attained an altitude of 500 feet. Later
he climbed to a height of 3,000 feet,
describing several spirals as lie de-
scended with great rapidity, making a
perfect landing.

TROUBLES OF HIS OWN

Running a "Lift" Is Anything
But Easy

'Sure, we have our troubles the samr
as most people," said an elevator con-
ductor in a down town office buildlnp
as he stood by the lever of his cagr
the other day waiting for the familial'
clack clack of the starter's signal to
begin another ascent to the roof of the
structure.

"Perhaps you think this Is an easy
job runnln" an express car in a build-
ing like this. Well, it's harder than It
looks. It's the kicks that make most
of the troubles for us. though.

"You see, we have to run these cars
on a regular schedule. So many have
to be at the, top of the line and so many
on the earth. To keep 'em at regular
intervals so the engineer in the base- ]
ment won't holler his head off b<
his machines are actln' up, is the start-
er's Job. To hustle the passengers on
and off with a fast schedule or in the
rush hours is up to us. Of course they
kick at times. Don't know as T blamo
'em, either. It ain't everybody that
wants to dive In and out of these cars.
But our job's a whole lot like the en-
gineer on the fast run; If he can't make
the time he's shelved to a milk train
of a freight run.

"Can't talk now," said the conductor.
"We're local' from here up." During
later brief moments of respite, says
the Chicago News, he continued:

"Lots of the kicks come from people
who forget to press the floor buttons.
It ain't our fault if we don't stop when
they holler 'down' or 'up'; we're not al-
lowed to. They complain to the starter,
though. Then a bunch of people a«k
us where Mr. Jones' office is or the
building address of this or that man.

!We don't know that, either; that*
I part of the starter's Job. too: but they

don't seem to appreciate the fact. Then
there's the nervous party who won't
tret on or off if th« car jiggles a little
at a floor nr when it ain't just even
with the gettln'-off place, and we get
roasted if we ain't mind readers and
don't etop at their floors without their
telling us, or if the car is crowded
or if they get the 'step-lively-please'
too often, and a dozen other things.
Then the cars don't always work right,
yon know. Of course, that's always
our fault with a lot of people.

"We work on an average of nine and
a half hours a day," added the cage
man, "and we have to hustle near'v all
the time to get our average pay of $80
a month. Besides we have to have aworking knowledge of the mechanism
no's to fix things if anything happens.
You never see many fat men runnln'
elevator cars, do you? Sure not."

BANK OF ENGLAND NOTES
DEFY COUNTERFEITERS

Invented to Prevent Slaughter!
of Forgers

About the year 1819 a great outcry
was raised against the Bank of Eng-
land for not adopting a style of note j
that could not be imitated, at the same 'time preventing the sacrifice of life
which at that period was all too com-
mon, the punishment for forgery being
death. The subject at last became so
pressing that the government appoint-
ed commissioners to investigate the
caaM of the numerous forgeries, and
whether a mode could be devised
whereby the forging of banknotes
might be prevented. The result was
the banknote of today. The color of
the paper is peculiar and can not be
Imitated exactly by counterfeiters ex-
cept at great expense. The combined
thinness and strength of the paper are
also unique. It Is made in sheets large
enough for two notes. Each n«tfe, be-
fore It Is sized, weighs about 18 grains,
and If then doubled It Is strong enough
to suspend a weight of 36 pounds.

Peculiar, too. Is the texture of the
paper. It has a crisp feel, Invariably
the same, and such that bank clerks of
experience can readily detect forgeries
by this test alone. Then the wire mark,
Impressed in the making by a frame
costly to make and difficult to use< Is
practically inimitable. Each note has
thin, rough edges, uncut, not to be pro-
duced by any mode of cutting paper
that is not made expressly for the pur-
pose.

The paper for printing is dampened
with water in the exhausted receiver of
an air pump. The Ink used in the plate
printing is made of Frankfort black,
which Is composed of the charcoals of
the tendrils and husks bf the German
grape, ground with linseed oil. This
Ink has a peculiar and very deep shade
of black, common black Inks being
tinted with blue or brown.

BRAZIL BUILDING UP
BIG FLOUR INDUSTRY

Government Offers Inducements
for Erection of Mills

The I'nited States in times past has
done a large business in flour with
Brazil, but it appears the volumo must
grow smaller with each year until It
ftnaly vanishes. writes Commercial
Agent .John M. Turner.

The United States was buying so
much more of Brazil than Brazil was
buying of the X'nited States that a pre-
ferential duty v.as granted on flour and
some other articles amounting to 20
per cent. This preferential is In force

now. against Argentina as well as
others.

Brazil has been endeavoring to build
up a national industry in milliflg, and
to do so has offered inducements for
the erection of flour mills, which must
be protected. If the question of prefer-

ential should be reopened at this time,
It is said by those who know, that

much opposition would ai once be

brought to bear by local millers to have
the entire preferential wiped out. on
The ground that it would likely injure
the national industry.

Brazil is not raising enough wheat to
feed the country and must import both
wheat and flour until she doe?. The

iImports of flour have fallen off and
'those of wheat have im:reaseil. ho the
millers can justly claim thai their In-
dustry is entitled to support and en-
couragement. In years when Argentina
hag a short crop the busines from the
I'nited States In flour will increase, and
should Argentina experience a crop
failure all the trade of Brazil willcome

to the I'nited States, unless the local
mills are able to Import wheat from
Canada or Australia or India to com-
pete. The local mills would hardly be
expected to shut down, but they could
not run so heavily as to supply other
than home trade, leaving the outports

north of Rio to the I'nited States.

HURRY, CHILDREN!
IT'S SCHOOL DAY

Spring Term Opens Today for
42,000 Pupils of the

City

Two New Buildings Will Relieve
Congestion Which Has Ex-

isted Since Fire

Public schorls of the city will open
for the spring term tomorrow. After
peven weeks' vacation 42.000 children
will return to their studies to com-
mence the new terms of 100 school
days.

Two new school buildings will be
occupied for the first time, the Com-
mercial day and evening school which
Is located in Orove street near Tar-
kin and the McKlnley primary school,
located' In Castro street near Four-
teenth.

The Commercial school ha» 2 5 class-
rooms and Is a class A steel struc-
ture costing $275,000. The McKlnley
school Is provided with 14 classrooms.
Miss Cora Gallagher is principal of
the McKlnley school and Colon Charles
Murphy and P. H. Rlley are princi-
pals of the day. and evening classes
of the Commercial, respectively.

The opening of these new schools
and others recently greatly relieves the
congestion which has existed since the
fire in the public schools.

There are 10 school buildings under
construction which will be open dur-
ing the year.

Classes in the technical department
of the Humboldt evening school will be
open for new students at the comence-
ment of the new term tomorrow night.
The studies of this branch consist of
architectural, mechanical drawing and
the mathematics, also theoretical sur-
veying. There are separate studies
such as mechanics, physics and chem-
istry.

Work of this school Is for young men
engaged in Industrial callings. A
yearly class in structural engineering
was opened recently. Lectures on
technical subjects by professional mn
ngagd In various trads \u25a0will b givn
during th yar to which th public is
Jnvltd.

Xew proposals for supplying the mo-
nopoly probably will be asked for in
the spring. In the proposals submitted
last June there was competition be-
tween Austrian, Russian. German and
Knsrlish firms.

The last named submitted the lowest
bid. but the figures were not satisfac-
tory. I hope that American refiners
may see fit to compete at the next
bidding.

ARGENTINA COMPELLED
TO IMPORT LUMBER

Most Valuable Forest Product
Is Quebracho Tree

Although possessing valuable for-
ests of its own, the timber of the Ar-
gentine republic 19 poorly distributed
and lacking in variety, and the coun-
try is dependent on outside sources
for some of the most necessary ma-
terial of that sort.

There Is considerable wood in the
southern part of Argentina and valu-
able growths in the northern prov-
inces, but the central zone—the most
thickly populated and commercially
Important section —is mostly devoid of
timber except for occasional clusters of
artificially planted eucalyptus, blue
gum or poplar trees.

Some of the timber In the southern
and northern parts of the country is
e\i eedingly valuable, but it Is not all
accessible, owing to lack of railroads
or streams for floating It out. More-
over, It is limited In character, the most
valuable element consisting of hard
woods. Hence Argentina has to sup-
plement Its own timber supply from the
neighboring states of Paraguay, Chile
aiiO Brazil, and also from Australia and
the United States. Argentina's most
serious lack is In soft, workable ma-
terial for building purposes, such as
pine and spruce, and for these it de-
pends chiefly on North America.
