Dredging in Key Route
Basin

OAKLAND, Jan. 10.—The bhoard of
public works will opéen bids and proba-
bly award a- contract for the dredging
of the Key Route basin tomorrow. The
contract will be the largest ever let for
Oakland harbor work, and is the most
expensive detail of the greatest munic-

ipal harbor poject in the history of the
Pacific coast.

City Engineer Turner has estimated
the cost of the contract at $350,000. The
city has on hand the money for the
work from the bonds voted November
14, 1909. The dredging will be done
outside the rock wall which is being

constructed under a previously let con-
tract,

T specifications call for the remov-
ing of 3,000,000 cubic yards of sand and
This work will create a 30 foot
harbor in the basin. The dredgings
will be turned into the space back of
the rock wall for reclamation of the
land and on the contract to be let
enough soil will be removed from the
channel bottom to reclaim 150 abres of
the 400 acres in the tract.

The Key Route company is preparing
to dredgs part of the basin and will
turn the gilt and sand removed into the
bagin lands back of the old bulkhead
line. This private work will reclaim
several hundred acres of land and make
casier the completion of the municipal
project.

The city will advertise for bids later
in the year for the completion of the
Key Route basin projact. Contracts
for construction of wharves will fol-
low the dredging and reclamation
work.

IN LOWER GRADES

Professor Goetz of Berlin Uni-
versity Will Be Oakland
lnstructor Temporarily

OAKLAND, Jan. 10.—With Professor|
Robert Goetz, instructor in Latin and
L(;reek at Berlin university, engaged
temporarily as a teacher in the lan-
| guage department of the public schools,
| the board of education will begin the
experiment this term of starting pupils
in the advanced grammar grades in
modern language courses, Professor
| Goetz has accepted a position in the
local school department that he may
ipursue his studies of the educational
methods in vogue in this country. He
was given a leave of absence from
Berlin university, and sent to America
on this mission by the Prussian gov-
ernment.,

Goetz will be attached to the lan-
guage departments of the high schools, !
and will instruct the classes in both
dead and modern tongues. His work
{in the grammar grades will not be
extensively carried on, as it is largely
{ experimental in this country. In Some
schools classes will be organized, how-

BONDS ARE PROPOSED
TO AID THE SCHOOLS

Enrollment in Berkeley Creates
Need for Additional Houses

BERKELEY, Jan. 10.—With an In-
crease in enrollment of 250 a year for

the last four years the board of educa-
tion has been devising ways and means
to equip the department with the num-
ber of bulldings necessary for its tre-
mendous growth,

Yesterday the enrollment was 150
over that of the first day a year ago
and an increase of 250 over the close
of the first month in 19810. In the high
school alone there were enrolled 1,386
and this figure will be brought up to
1,400 before the end of_the week.

In spite of the renting of additional
rooms and the fllling of all school
bulldings to their capacity there is
need for more room. The board now
proposes to purchase a site and erect
a building on a lot convenient to the
McKinley, LeConte and Emerson
schools for the seventh, eighth and

Another building Is
wanted for the same purpose for the

schools,

The board is also considering the
location of an industrial school in the
Franklin school building, close to the
Columbus and Jefferson schools and the
Page street property.
