\u25a0would not stand much of a . chance
against the black champion In such a
limited contest. Johnson's marvelous
cleverness and ring generalship would
surely carry him through to an easy
decision, no matter how strong or ag-
gressive the big California blacksmith

Kaufman's on* opportunity to wrest
the title, from Johnson would be over
a 45 round or a finish route. He la
young and strong and game, and If
he could withstand the, walloping of
the black master of the ring long
enough to tire him out, he might pot-

sibly go on and win.
But this feat could not be performed

by Kaufman In 20 rounds. Big Al
is too slow, too cumbersome, to hope
to do anything with the giant i;cgro
in such a limited space of time, and
unless permission can be secured to
make it a 45 round or a finish contest,
then the betting figures to be about
10 to l In favor of the champion.

This purse of $50,000 which Frazee
wants to hang up looks like a good
Inducement, as good a one as the box-
ers need hope for. According to John-
son's last statement, he will demand
$30,000 for his end the next time he
starts, regardless of who his opponent
may be. This would leave $20,000 for
Kaufman, a purse not to be sneered at.

It is likely enough that Kaufman
will give his consent \u25a0without much
dickering or haggling. A month ago
he issued a challenge to Johnson and
did not even mention terms. At that
time none of the promoters seemed
willing to fall for the match, though
Fr&ep had his present scheme in mind
and was getting ready to unload' It.

LEAVITT RECEIVES
THREE NEW MODELS

Big Six Cylinder Kissel Kar
Makes First Appearance

in the City

R.R. L'HOMMEDIEU
Three new models of 1911 motor cars

have,been received by J. W. Leavltt &
Co., which are likely to be factors In
the local trade this year. The first Is
the six .cylinder, 60 horsepower, seven
passenger Kissel Kar touring car. The
four cylinder caused a great deal of
favorable comment, and this new ar-
rival Is just two cylinders better all
around. As Leavltt expresses it, the
Kissel Kars are brutes for strength and
power. They are "cars" from head-
lights to tall lamps.

The other two are Overlands. Both
are 40 "horsepower, four cylinder cars.
One is a fore door, five passenger tour-
Ing car, : and the other Is the mtW tor-
pedo model, carrying four" passengers.
These are the finest models that The
Willys-Overland factory has ever turned
out. Amon% the noticeable refinements
are the installation of the Bosch system
of ignition.' There is a double ignition
system with two sets of plugs. The
horn handles are, all set inside of the
car, the horn being under the hood.
The body of the torpedo is low with
a double drop frame.

An innovation to be seen in the two
cars is the entrance to the front sett
from either door, the gears be-
ing worked by the left hand.' The
steering is done from the right
side. The cars are nicely finished, the
cushions being heavier than usual, while
the tool box is part of-tbe running
board. The radiator has the new felant
to the front that is becoming popular.

These cars are exceedingly easy rid-
ing, the springs being two and a quar-
ter inches wide with eight leaves.

Taken all together the three new
models are likely to be among the most

Police Circular Offers $25,000
for Arrest of the Times

Dynamiters

A police circular, offering rewards
aggregating $25,000 for the arrest of
M. A. Schmidt, David Caplan and J. B.
Brlce, In connection with the dynamit-
ing of the Times building In Los An-
Keles on the morning of October 1, was
received by Chief of Police Seymour
yesterday from the department of crim-
inal investigation In the office of Dis-
trict Attorney Fredericks of Los An-
gejes county.

It is announced that the three men
are wanted for the commission of a
felony* the implication beinsr that the
accusations were contained in the In-
dictments recently returned by the
grand jury in the southern city. A
stipulation is made that the identity of
any one informing- the authorities as to

« hereabouts of the men will not
be disclosed.

The reward was offered by the Los
Angeles officials, $15,000 having- been
set aside by the supervisors and $10,000by the mayor of the rlty. For the ar-
rest and conviction of Brice, Caplan
ami Schmidt. $5,000 Is promised in each
<a.«e, and the remaining part of the
fund will go to whoever furnished the
information upon which the arrest of
the guilty parties is made.

DIAZ LAUGHED WHEN
WAR WAS MENTIONED

Revolt Only Sheriff's Posse's
Tilt With Bandits

That the recent Mexican revolutionwas nothing more than a sheriffs
posse's tilt with a proup of bandits, Is
the opinion of Morltz Thompson of Se-
attle, who has returned from that
country after a four months' stay.
Thompson has 400,000 acres of land in
the staie of -Guerrero. Which he pur-
poses to devote to the cultivation of
bananas. He has also privileges from
the government to build railroads and
docks for steamship lines.

"I met Diaz." Thompson said yeater-
fl*y at the Palace, "and he 'laughed
when I spoke of the revolution."

Thompson said thp revolution did not
create any more disturbance in Mexico
than an ordinary man hunt in this
country. Diaz, he said, was piqued at
the attention paid the revolution in the
American press, declaring that the
trouble was not worthy of any atten-
tion.

Thompson Is one of a group of Se-
attle capitalists that intend to develop
banana plantation? in Mexico. They
are building a railroad from the inland
country to Acapi;
