There was a slide, near Prosser
creek, a short distance east of Truckee,
and the local operating officials of the
Southern Pacific are of the opinion that
this was repaired Friday morning early,

ported as having gone through.

and Superintendent Sheridan of Sacra-
mento have gone to the snowsheds and, are working hard with the -crews in
trying to clear the lines.

! that is seldom known. The Southern
I Pacific company, with the aid of more
" than 300 workmen and several snow

plows and rotaries, has forced a tempo-
rary way over the mountains to start
the eastbound and westbound overlands.The "Western Pacific company has or-
dered the eastbound overlands at Oro-
vllle and Belden back to Oakland to
wait until the storm subsides.

Outside of a washout on the Placer-
ville line no great damage ha-
done by the water in the Sacramentovalley, but in the San Joaquin. the Cala-veras has risen so rapidly, together with
Mormon slough, that Weather ObserverTaylor has sent a warning to the resi-
dents around linden at the Junction to
beware of a flood from the back waters.
A similar warning has been sent the
Stockton chamber of commerce with
several days 1 rain in sight.

The Southern Pa. ific kept snow plows
and a large forro of men at work until
the way was clc;irfrl sufficiently to per-
mit trains I and 10. stalled at Kmi-
grant Cinp and Col fax( respectively, to
continue east ami to allow the trains
stalled at Sparks to resume the west-
ward run.

At noon today there was nine feet
of snow at the summit, and it was
still falling heavily. A Truekee resi-
dent is said to have collapsed beneath
the snow, and residents are said to be
offering men J1 an hour to clear the
snow from th« roofs.

On the Western Pacific a fierce storm
rages between Keddie and Portola, par-
ticularly at Spring Garden, and as fast
as the plows and workmen remove the
<lr!fts the openings are filled. The
"Western Pacific has communication as
far east as Belden and has two crews
of 30 linemen each, one working west
from Portola and the other east from
Belden.

There is six feet of snow at Portola.
five feet on the level at Spring Garden
and from 10 to 12 feet In the cut.

At Sterling City the roof of a shed
collapsed on Miss Fannie Grant and
seriously Injured her. Near Orovllle
"E. V. Walsh became lost In the snow-
storm* at Bald Creek canyon and nearly
frose to death.

At Sacram«nto the rain fell at the
rate of a tenth of an inch an hour. The
total for the storm ie 2.18. Th<» big-
gest fall in the valley was at.Folsom,
with the result that the American
river has started to boom. Yesterday's
rise- of six feet in the American river
at Folaom was responsible for th«* rise
#f 7.8 feet in the Sacramento river at
this point.

Advices received from Blue canyon
by the Southern Pacific officials here at
T> o'clock are that rain is falling heav-
ily there and It is feared that many
snowslides will result If it continues.

Engines Dead
KALUPBU Mont.. Jan. 18.—While

the weather has somewhat moderated
and hwulwiy can hp made on the snow,
the presence of eight dead engine* and
three dead rotaries at various points

. has hindered the work on the Great
Northern road. Superintendent Smith
telephoned from the snowdrifts today
that trains would get through the
Rocky mountains tomorrow.

Power Wires Down
CARSON. Her., Jan. 13.—One of the

heaviest storms in many years Is raff-
Ing In this section today. Six feet of
unow Is reported at the Glenbrook sum-
mit, with a stiff wind drifting it into
the canyon. Electric and power wires
are badly disabled.

Trains Go Through

RENO. New, Jan. 13.—With more
than two feet of snow on the level
and with the-drifts piling up, this city
is experiencing its greatest storm since
the big blockade of 1889 and 1890. The
first train from the west passed through
here late this morning. More than 300
f^et of snowsheds are down west of
Truckee. A snowsllde at tunnel IS,
east of Summit, caused the blockade
of yesterday and last night. The
track west of Truckee has been cleared
and this will enable the railroad to
resume traffic to a limited extent. A
snowslide at Mystic, east of Truckee,
was cleared in a short time today.

Stockton Protected
STOCKTON. Jan. 13.—The heavy

rains of the last few days have greatly
swollen the rivers and streams north
and east of this city, with the result
that a large body of water has been
turned into the |600,000 diverting canal

erected to protect this city since the
last high water of several years ago.
The canal Is undergoing its first test.
The east bank of the canal is over-
flowing, but a great volume of water
Is being carried into the San Joaquin
river. Msiny more inches of rain will
h»v# to fall before the west bank will
overflow.

Sheds Caved In
Al'BrRX, Jan. 13.—Ban bound trains

are held at Colfax until the track can
be cleared of several miles of snow-
sheds which have hroken down near
Cisco, Placer county. Two hundred
men passed through here this after-
noon on the way to Cisco to shovel
snow. No tratns are coming through
from the east.
Oakland Drenched *OAKLAND, Jan. 13.—Rain fell stead-
ily today, a few very heavy showers
occurring with the steady downpour.
At S o'clock this morning four-fifths of
an inch had fallen during the previous
24 hours. It Is estimated that, includ-
ing the downfall today, a total of four
Inches of rain has fallen during the
present storm.

RAILROADS ROB STATE
JOHNSON CITES RATES

Special Message From
Governor Accompanies

Commission Bill
' SACRAMENTO, Jan. 13.—-The rail-
road commission bill .was Introduced
"in both houses of .the'legislature. to-
day. It was Immediately... followed
by a message from Governor. John-
son urging its passage and citing
many. specific instance* of \u25ba existing
freight rates in California which he
regards as unsatisfactory. The mes-
sage follows:

"There has been presented to you
today a bill the design of which la
to accord the railroad commission
of the state of California the am-
plest power to act Intelligently and
Justly- and with firmness and pre-
cision in matters arising between
the people on the one hand and th»
railroads of the state upon the other.
The bill has been prepared after
great deliberation and study and
comes-to you with the sanction of
those who are familiar with the sub-
ject embraced within it. ' It Is pre-
sented now In pursuance of the pol-
icy that has been announced by the
various parties within the; state of
California and in pursuance of the
policy that was outlined at the com-
mencement of this administration.

1 am sure that I need not ask that
it receive from you the closest scru-
tiny and that it be taken up at the
earliest moment consistent with
your labors and compatible with a
clear understanding of its provi-
sions. That the necessity for action
exists in the matter of fixing rail-
road rates within the state of Call-fo'rnla Is demonstrated by the rates
themselves, and that you may thor-
oughly understand this necessity
and may realize the excessivecharges with which the people of this
state have been burdened, Iquote to
you some of the rates that I am in-
formed are now being charged ourpeople. No other demonstration than
the mere recitation of these figures
is necessary in behalf of any meas-ure designed to afford the people of
the state of California adequate re-
lief from the extortion of the trans-portation companies. -

"he distance from River stationin the city of Los Angeles to San
ledro station In San Pedro Is '3mile.. The freight rates average onthe San Pedro road for this distanceabout »2 a ton. Merchandise rates
in carload lots range from |U toIB cents a hundred pounds, or from*17 to $30 a ton. These -rates areidentical with the rates charged be-tween San Diego and Los Angeles.

\u25a0 distance of 120 miles. The ratescharged from Lob Angeles to San
Pedro 'are practically eight or nine
times higher, than the average rateson all railroads throughout the
United States. The effect of this is
to pu£ Los Angeles, instead of 23
miles from deep water, commercially
more than 120 miles from deep wa-ter, and this In the case ,of Loa An-geles from its own harbor., withinIts own city limits. The rate, I am
informed, on sugar from San Pedro
to Los Angeles is «2 a ton; fromHonolulu to San Pedro. 11.75 a tonTo Imperial valley Los Angeleslooks for much. of the produce in theway of livestock, vegetables andKrain that it uses. The freight rates
from the valley to Los Angeles arewholly out of proportion to thosecharged for like distances In otherparts of the country.

"From San Francisco to Fresno is
approximately 200 miles over prac-
tically lev*l country. The first class
rate, which covers less than car-
load movements of high class goods
Ilka groceries, is 55 cents per hun-
dred; the fourth class rate applying
on canned goods, sugar and otherstaples is 44 cents for less than a
carload, and 42 cents for 100 pounds
in carload lots. The rate to Bakers-
fleld first class is S3 cents per hun-
dred, and in the fourth class, in-
cluding sugar, canned goods and
other similar staples shippej in car-
load quantities, the rate is 55 cents

per hundred. Rail tariff from San
Francisco to Boston or New York is
only 85 cants per 100 pounds for car-
load shipments in fourth class, as
compared' with the charge of 43 .
cents for carloads fourth class for
a haul of 200 miles from San Fran-'
cisco to Fresno. , Goods Of the same
class can ba shipped to N*ew York
via steamship, including two trans-
fers at the, isthmus of Panama, for
40 cents per 100 pounds, and this is-
-2 cents per 100 pounds less than the
present carload rate on similar types
of goods for a haul of 200 miles from
San Francisco to Fresno; and in the
shipment to New York via steamer
there are not only two transfers at
the isthmus but a haul over the
Panama railway of approximately
50 miles.

"I quote to you now some of the
rates In this state as compared with
like distances in other parts of the
United States. These comparisons
have been very kindly furnished me
by Mr. William R. "Wheeler of , San
Francisco, and the comparisons: are
made of localities wh<sre the condi-
tions are as -nearly as possible simi-
lar with those existing in California.
In• this connection it may be ob-
served that the operation of rail-
roads in the two great" valleys ' in
this stae is as nearly Ideal \as it
would be possible to find anywhere
In thej,world.. The valleys are prac-
tically. level, olimatl' 1 conditions are
advantageous and the oil fuel supply
is cheap and close at hand.

"From Stockton , to Fresno, the
short line rail distance is 122 miles,
\u25a0lid-the average rate per ton per
mile is 5.11 cents. The rate of, the
Union Pacific. railroad, Omaha to
Havens, Neb., 116 miles, averages
3.92 cents, and by the same; road,
Kansas City to Junction City, Kans.,
139 r miles. 3.72, cents. . The,rate es- '

tabllshed as maxima by the railroad
and warehouse commission of Min-
nesota for 120 miles average for the .
10 classes 2.83 cents per ton per
mile; those established by the rail-
road commission of Illinois average

distance.

"From Stockton to Goshen the
distance Is 156 miles and the average
per ton per; mile rate Is 4.62 cents..
The rate from Kansas City, Mo., to
Abilene, Kan., via the Union Pacific"
railroad, 163 miles, averages 3.27
cents. From St. Louis to .Tlpton,
Mo.. 163 miles, via the Missouri Pa-
cific railway, the rates : average 3
cents.

$17,138,465 Appropriations Are
Asked by Institutions and

State Departments

$9,152,992 Added by Nye for
Support of Common and

High Schools

MKNTO, Jan. 13.—Appropriations ag-
«regratinß *1 7,138.465.15 are asked by
the legislators and state institutions
for maintenance of the state depart-
ments and Institutions and making
special improvements, according to the
tabulated statement }jwt prepared In-
State Controller A. TV Xye.

In addition to this amount the con-
troller has added $9,152,992 as the es-
timated increase In the general appro-
priation bill for support of rommon
and hiKlt schools and the state univer-sity by reason of applying: the methodrequired by the recent constitutional
amendment to separate state ami local
taxes. This would make the total
I1&.2&1.tS7.lt.

Two years ago Nye's estimate did not |Include the school estimate and was
$9,114,521 for general "appropriations.
The last »legislature, .however," appro-
priated $9,686,575. , This year $10,993,-
--782.42 has been asked., for general ap-
propriations, but Nye has estimated the
amount necessary for the .next" two
years to be. $10,455,460.; In-addition to
the general appropriations, amounts are
asked for as follows for social appro-
priations: By the Institutions, $3.-
--769,615; by senators, $\u008470,000; by assem-
blymen, $1,797,636; .by. special appro-
priations to pay claims, $17,431.75.

The substantial increase In the cost
of running the state-government for
the next two years is due chiefly to the

Aim of Measure Is to Take

Female Prisoners From
Penitentiaries

The bill.-which Is a free copy of the
New York law for the treatment of de-
linquent females. lias the support of
virtually all the women's clubs of "Cali-
fornia. It provides for the appoint-
ment by the governor of a board con-
sisting of the prison directors and two
women to have the management of. a
state farm for the custody of. delin-
quent ' females. The board is to select
a. i site and upon approval by the * gov-
ernor purchase it "and equip; it with
buildings for the accommodation of at
least 250 inmates^ The farm is to take
the place of custody for females over
the age of 25 who shall have been con-
victed ,;on; misdemeanor charges * five
times. The sentences are for indefinite
terms, but not to exceed 3 years. *
{ The women's ' organizations framed

the measure and gave it to Finn," chair-
man of : the committee on prisons and
reformatory, for introduction. " -Finn
sent it to the desk confidently expect-
ing-that lieutenant.
