William Kenny, a local hotelman
and sportsman, reports over 200 dead this morn-
ing on the (ten yuentln- beach, Crab and shrimp
fishermen declare that at least 1.000 ducks have
died this week la San Pablo bay and along the
Novato shore. The oil, which floats on the sur-
face from the Contra Costa coast, clings to the
feathers of the Sack* like glue and renders them
helpless. The weight of the sticky, substance
submerge* the birds until they are forced to swim
with only their bills preluding from the water.
They are unable, to search" for. food ami starve
quickly.- The coating of oil makes them unfit
for food and ruins the sport. -Those that live
are so weak that they could be slain with a
stick.
