BILL DEFEATED

Legislators Refuse to Take an Unmanly Ad-
vantage of California Women on the

Ballot Question

Governor Johnson's Plan to Take Anderson's
Scalp and Consolidate Offices Is

Developing Rapidly

The senate not only refused to take such an unmanly advantage of the
women, but it also refused to provide a convenient blind behind which its
own members might evade going on record either for or against the sub-
mission of the suffragette amendment to which the republican party was, pledged by its platform. i

OPPOSITION TO TRICK \

ford's was a nice little courtesy, per-
fectly constitutional, and that he for
one would never force upon the ladles
n duty that they did not desire to as-
sume.

that In the form it was presented to
the senate it could serve no useful pur-; \u25a0 pose.

The people authorized the $1,000,000
bond Issue, but, say the San Diegans,
Controller Nye declines to make haste
in the matter of issuing the bonds on
the ground that the receipts of the har-
bor are not sufficient to meet the Inter-
est and principal Installments. Where-
fore, they want a municipal harbor.
And to meet that want Assemblyman
Hlnkle has a bill that would put the
San Diego harbor. in the same*category
with the Oakland harbor. He has not
yet convinced Governor Johnson that
his bill is a good thing..

SPIRITED CLASHES
ON LOCAL OPTION

Rev. Austin Adams Calls Ches-
ter H. Rowell Dishonest,

but Quickly Explains

Big Partisan Crowd Hears Dis-
cussion of Bill Before Pub-

lic Morals Committee

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-

MENTO, Jan. 24.—Spirited clashes be-
tween the proponents and the op-
ponents' of local option marked the
hearing on Wyttfo'a hill before the as-
sembly public morals committee to-
night in the assembly chamber. The
large crowd present was distinctly par-
tisan. Both sides won applause, but
when Rev. Austin Adams', in replying
to the remarks of Chester H. Rowel!,
said that the Fresno man was a mas-
terful debater but a dishonest man there
was a sound of hisses, which soon died
out, as Adams explained that he
charged Rowel 1 with dishonesty for
saying that no ' arguments had been
advanced by the opponents of the bill
and then undertaking the task of an-
swering the arguments.

Rev. D. M. Gandier outlined the fea-
tures of the bill. He explained that
there were two units, an Incorporated
city and any part of 'a county outside
Of an Incorporated city. Twenty-five per
cent of the voters must petition the
legislative body of a city or a county
before the matter can be submitted at
a special or general election, and the
question can not be submitted again for
two years. Instead of having the time
fixed at 60 days for the law becoming
effective in case the vote is for no li-
cense, Gandier asked that the period be
extended to 90 days.

It was explained that the bill would
not prevent a man from having liquor
in his home and giving it to members
of his family or to his guests. The pur-
pose of the bill, Gandier explained, Is
to stop local sale, and would work no
unjust hardship on wineries. He added
that the enactment of the bill would
not prohibit anything but injustice on
the part of boards of supervisors and
town boards.

• Chester H. Rowell of Fresno favored
the bill as standing for local self-gov-
ernment, which he believed a funda-
mental right. He held that the right to
run a saloon was a public right and not
a private right and that the public had
the right to say whether there should
be any saloon oh not in a district. He
declared that the wine business would
be benefitted if every saloon were
closed, as there would then be more
wine drank in the homes.

I Judge Y. P. MoDaniels of Tuba county
said he stood for an American principle,

: the right of the majority to rule. He
touched graphically on the evils of the
saloon business as he had seen them

Ifrom the side of the juvenile court. The
[regulation of ' the saloon the speaker
[considered necessary and he believed lo-
cal option offered the best method. Ful-
ly 75 per cent of the criminals who had
come before him. he said, were there be-
cause of the wide open saloon.

Former Assemblyman J. O. Davis of
Berkeley said he believed the hill
would take the saloon out of the poli-
tics of the state.

Dr. Austin Adams of San Diego was
presented as the first speaker ag^alnst
the bill by J. W. Rourdette, represent-
ing the California brewers' association.
He opened by asserting that he had
resigned from the church and had not
been unfrocked. The operation, of the
measure, he contended, was against
local option and he belabored with sat-
isfaction "the cranks of the baked
middle west." He quoted the late
Frances Wlllard as saying that It was
not drink that produced poverty, but
poverty that produced drink. He
scored the dive, the. low politician and
the hypocritical preacher. Many high
church dignitaries were olted as being
in favor of temperance rather than pro-
hibition. He created a laugh when he
quoted Lyman Abbott In support of his
cause and asserted he could roll all the
brains of the anti saloon league In a
small pellet and lose It In a crack In
Abbott'e cranium.

George E. Farewell, the Pacific
coast representative of | the National
association of manufacturers and busi-
nessmen, termed the Antlsaloon league
the worst bunch of buccaneers that
had ever sailed under the black flag.
He read an excerpt from an article by
Theodore Roosevelt against the cOunty
as a unit for local option.

A. Sbarboro, president of the Italian
Swiss colony,, spoke against drunken-
ness as well as prohibition.

Rowell, Davis and Gandier closed
the debate for the proponents of the
bill, GaThdier upsetting Doctor Adams'
reference to Lyman Abbott's stand by
reading a letter from Abbott In which
the "latter declared for local option.

G. L. JOHNSON APPEARS
FOR SHRIMP FISHERMEN

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, Jan. 24.Accompanied by a
number of the leaders of the.Chinese
shrimp fishing interests of San Fran-
cisco, Grove L. Johnson,; father of the
governor, went before the fish and
game commission tonight and argued
for the modification of Senator Welch's
hill, which provides that there shall
be an indefinite closed season on
shrimps. John P. Babcock read a re-
port .by N. B. Schofield, field investi-
gator ' for the commission, \u25a0 which gave
the percentages of small fish caught by
the Chinese and destroyed.

Bibcock said that the fish commis-
sion was strongly in favor of the pas-
sage of the Welch bill.

Johnson concluded his argument with
the request that the committee lay the
matter overhand consider the institu-
tion of a system similar to that in
vogue at Puget sound. His request
was granted.

macy, are embraced in bills which were introduced, in the assembly
this morning by, Dr. G. E. Malone of Dunsmuir. -\u25a0".'••\u25a0 .

Venders of patent medicine are hit by one of the bills, which pro-
vides that any person. not authorized to practice medicine and surgery,
osteopathy and other systems or modes oftreatment who conducts the
business of advertising and selling any drug or herb is guilty of amisdemeanor.

The law against preparing or selling adulterated drugs is made
more stringent, as is also the law controlling the sale of cocaine, opium
morphine and other drugs. ."..-. '

The power of the board in enforcing the laws is also increased.•Another important bill would require the coroner to notify thesecretary of the state board of pharmacy if any poison be found in a
case of sudden death, and he must also file a copy of the testimony withthe county clerk.

SACRAMENTO, Jan. 24.— resolu-
tion by Senator Shanahan, urging Ore-
gon to co-operate in completing the
Klamath irrigation project on the boun-
dary .between the two states, was
adopted by ,the senate today and the
secretary of state was directed by the
terms to send copies of It to earl, house,
of the Oregon legislature.

Senators Estudillo, Campbell
and Shanahan were among its 'op-
ponents.

CONSERVATION BILL
IS BEFORE SOLONS

SACRAMENTO, Jan. 24.—The admin-
istration conservation bill prepared be-
fore the convening of the present legis-
lature under the direction of former
Governor George C. Pardee was intro-
duced in the house this morning by As-
semblyman Clark of Oakland.

The bill provides for the appointment'
by the governor of a board of control
Of five members to hold office for four
years, including a hydraulic engineer of
at least five years' experience at a sal-
ary of $10,000 a year. The other .nem-
hers will be the governor. the state
engineer and two other engineers. '

Water, by the terms of the bill, may
not be appropriated for more than 25
years. Application for such appropria-
tion must he made to the board,of con-
trol. A fee of $10 will be charged when
such application is made and $100 when
the appropriation license is granted.
For the first 100 horsepower taken
there will be no charge; for the appro-
priations between 100 and 900 horse-
power a charge of 15 cents per unit will
be made; the charge for amounts be-
tween 1,000 and 2.000 will be 5 cents
per unit and for all over 2,000 2% cents.

CORPORATION TAX BILL
HEARING IS RESUMED

CALL HEADqUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, 'Jan. 24.—Representatives of
the Southern Pacific railroad, Pacific
gas and electric company and other
corporations were before the commit
tee on revenue and taxation again this
afternoon with suggestions for amend-
ments to Senator Curtin's bill carry-
ing into effect that section of the con-
stitution providing for the separation
of state and local taxes. As fin the
hearing last week the discussion was
upon what should be considered oper-
ative and nonoperatlve property.

There was argument over the pro-
vision of the bill concerning the use of

water and water rights. Assessor Jar-
vis of Amador county held that the bill
was not definite enough on that point.

The committee "is to meet again
Thursday, to listen, to any. further cor-
poration representatives.

ON ROUGH HIGHWAY

Attorney General Webb Says
Proposed Department Can

Not Be Named

Present Law Would Have to Be
Repealed to Take Control

From State Engineer

[Special Dispatch to The Call] ';
CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-

MENTO, Jan. 24.—The legislature can
not create a department of. highways
apart from the department of en-
gineering, to take charge of the $18,-
--000,000 bond issue for the construction
of a state system of roads.

Such was in [ substance . the opinion
which Attorney General - U. S. \u25a0 Webb
gave the assembly committee on roads
and highways this afternoon. This
will serve to nullify the intent of the
bills by Assemblymen" "W. F. Chandler
and Harry IPolsley and Senator Lee
Gates and others, which would take
out of the hands of the state engineer
to a great extent, ifnot altogether, the
handling of the funds and the directing
of the big enterprise.
WOULD HAVE TO REPEAL ACT

The attorney general pointed outfirst that the act providing for thebond issue was an unusual one and
could not be amended by the legisla-
ture because it had been approved by
the people at a general election. The 'only power the legislature has in the
matter " to repeal the act before any !indebtedness is incurred. But thereseems to he no desire to repeal the!act.;

Webb explained that the legislature'
could not divest the engineering de-partment of the handling of the row!proposition,because the bonding setsforth specifically that the work must ibe in the hands of the department of
engineering. He held that the legisla-:
ture could pass a law supplementary
to the highway act to supply any de-
fects in the machinery of the measure,
but that It could not abrogate a feature
of the law. He suggested, however, a!way in which to destroy the power Inwhich the carrying out of the act ii
vested.

Webb, however, was careful to callto the attention of the committee the
fact that the legislature could not com-pel the advisory hoard to delegate toanyone any of the functions set forth
in the act. but thei department of en-gineering would have the power to do
what the' committee was seeking to
compel it to do.

Chairman Chandler explained that itwas not the intention to take the roadproposition entirely out of the hands
of the department, but to have a high-
way commission in conjunction with
the engineering department, the high-
way, commission to have the power toname a competent man at whateversalary necessary to handle the- roadbuilding. He admitted, however, that
the opinion of the attorney general in-
dicated that the bills 'already intro-
duced would not vstand.
