KING GEORGE T0
OPEN PARLIAMENT

State Function Set for Today
Will Start Struggle Over
House of Lords

Home Rule for Ireland and
Many Other Measures on
Government Program

LONDON, Feb. 5.~The new parlia-
ment, which will be the first opened in
state by George V and Queen Mary,
Will be memorable also as the parlia-

ment to decide the status of the house
of -lords, and probably thereby make
the greatest change of a century in the
Britlsl! constitution,

Parliament assembled last Wednes-
day, .but the state function was re-
sérved for tomorrow. There are many
important measures on the program of
the liberal party—home rule for Ire-
land and possibly  “home rule all
around,” the abolition of plural voting,
state insurance against unemployment
and jliness and other extensive finan-
cial schemes. But the guestion of the
lords will dominate and until it has
been disposed of other projects can not
be taken up.

The government's immediate policy
for dealing with the lords is embodied
In what {s termed the parliament bill,
more commonly known as the “veto
bill” which the prime minister intro-
duced at the last session.
GOVERNMENT PROPOSALS

The bill practically wipes out the
power of the upper chamber to kill
legislation from the caommons by pro-
viding that any bill shall become a
law which the commons has sent to
the lords for three successive sessions
(in a period of time not less than two
years), and which has been three times
rejected or not disposed of.

To insyre the control of finance hy
the comMions and settle the issue which
the lords rajsed when they rejected the
Lloyd-George budget, the bill provides
that any money bill which the upper

chamber does not pass within one
month after it is sent up from the
lower house shall become law. The

speaker of the commons is given final
authority to decide whether any meas-
ure deals only with taxation, appro-
priations and loans and is properly a
money bill

The last and not the least important
provision, reduces the life of a parlia-
ment from seven to five years.
OBJECTION TO PREAMBLE

This is only part of the liberal pro-
gram regarding the lords. In the pre-
amble is the statement: "“And, whereas,
it is intended to substitute for the
house of lords as it at present exists a.
second chamber constituted on a popu-
lar instead of hereditary basis, but such
substitution can not be immediately
brought into operation.”

On the part of the labor and Irish
members objections to the preamble
have been brought forth.

These extremists are for a single
chamber government, They oppose the
reform of the upper house by changing
it to an elective body and would have
the liberal party drop the preamble,

There seems little doubt, however,
that the government will introduce the
bill as it stands and that it will be
passed after comparatively short de-
bate by the aombined vote of the lib-
eral, labor and Irish members and sent
up to the lords for their action,
LORDS’ POLICY UNCERTAIN

When the lords receive the bill the
real interest of the struggle will be-
gin, Their policy is not yet disclosed,
even formulated. The lords have
committed themselves to a different
of reform.

GUNBOAT MARIETTA
FREE OF YELLOW JACK

Finds Suspected Cases to Be
Malarial Fever

ON BOARD U. 8. GUNBOAT MARI-
ETTA (by wireless, via Key West),
Feb. 5.—That there is no vellow fever

abhoard this gunboat was asserted posi-

tively today by Joseph Y. Porter, su-
perintendent of the state board of
health and port quarantine officer at

Key West, who visited this ship this
morning and made a careful diagnosis
of the suspected cases.

The quarantine officer assured Com-
mander Cooper that the suspected
cases were malarial fever only, and
after an examination of the fever chart
of Coxswain J. H. Minor, who died
aboard the ship last Sunday at Puerto
Cortez, said that while the chart was
typical of yellow fever, the case could
have beeny, one of malarial fever.

Doctor Porter informed Commander
Cooper that he could haul down the
quarantine flag and anchor at Key
West. The ship's officers, he saiq,
might go ashore. The ship still is in
quarantine, however. Many © blue-
jackets have received wireless mes-
sages from friends and yelatives in-
quiring as to conditions. ’
