HOME SEEKERS’ RATES |

This week in Chicago the biggest
raliroadmen in the world, through their
representatives, are considering the ap- !

home seekers’ rates will he granted to
| this state |

Heretofore the only reduced rate to
the state, outside of those granted to |
conventions, was the colonist one way |

\

rate, The colonist rate is a grant nt'
a reduced fare, most times about a|
third off the regular fare, for a one

way trip to the desired location. Colo-
nists take advantage of this rate only

when they have decided definitely to
settle in a certain locality and are
certain the place suits them. fThe rate
has done much for California to be sure,

but it has effected a slow immigration,
a gradual evolution as it were, when
conditions are ripe for a heavier in-
flux of settlers.

The home seekers’ rate, which the
Californians are now after, is a grant
at & greatly reduced fare, sometimes
two-thirds the fare for one way, of a
round trip to the desired locality for a
limited number of days. If this rate

were In operation today, home seekers
could go to California from New York
and return for $60 or $70, whichy al-
though of no very great direct proﬂt
to the raliroads, would have a greater
tendency to populate the state than
any other factor. i3

“Texas and Canada have both been
granted this home seekers’ rate and
California with her great resources and
her millions of acres of land should
enjoy the same advantage,” said J. R.
Howell of Baldwin & Howell. “Pros-
pective buyers of farms won't buy a
one way colonist ticket, and with noth-
ing else offered except regular fare,
they naturally turn to Texas and Can-
ada, and California never sees them.

“If this rate is granted,” continued
Howell, “it will mean a great deal
to the state. However, California is
booming along ahead of all the rest of
them and nothing can stop her now.
This week we received more calls over
our counters for both city and country
properties than any other week in the
last 10 months.”
