The hotelmen of the state, in con-
vention here yesterday, gave the sub-

trnest consideration. Ther were
delegates from Los Angles and San
Diego, as well as San Francisco. A
unanimous decision was reached to urge
the Santa Fe to make San Francisco
the sole point of validation for the

convention tickets. It was recognized
that it was imperative that this be
done to hold the convention for this
state. The following telegram wma sent
to "W. J. Black at Chicago, passenger
traffic manager of the Santa fe:

'fornia. strongly urge you,
as representative of the Hanta Fe
at Transcontinental passangor ;^s-
eoclation, to use your vote and in-
fluence for making San Francisco
sole destination and validating1
point for sale date X. E. A. con-
vention called for Ban Francisco
next July. In 1807, for same con-
vention, Los Angeles was only
point of destination and only vali-
dating point, thus assuring collec-
tion membership fees on every
ticket sold. With competitive
rates to Los Angeles and San
I>iego, memberships can not be de-
livered, thus killing convention^
The hotel men of California unani-
mously protest against any action
that will establish any California
city ag validating point for spe-
cial tickets on 8. E. A. dates of
sale. California committee on N.
E. A. has developed plans for
boosting San Francisco and San
Diego expositions. Have spent
time, effiort and large suites of
money in advertising convention.
Loss of convention would be disas-
trous to California. Vrge quickaction San Francisco sole validat-
ing point.

The local commltteemen who have
been laboring zealously for the big con-
vention are greatly exercised at the

Mag action of the Santa Fe. Kirk
Harris, president of the convention
league, said yesterday:

"The entire trouble in connection
\u25a0with the National Educational associa-
tion convention has been brought about, by the 3anta Fe railroad. The matter
\u25a0was taken up in due course at the
meeting of the transcontinental pas-
senger association. It was the Santa Fe
alone of the -western roads that held
out against San Francisco. It is as-
tounding- that this company should as-
sume such an attitude toward San Fran-
cisco. Its action threatens to cost us
the convention.

"The Santa Fe believes that it can
pick up »omf extra money by using the
National educational association con-
vention, to be held in San Francisco, for

.the purpose of keeping people out of
San Francisco. It wants to route them
to Loa Angeles and send them back
without letting them get Into San Fran-

' Cisco. It is unfair to San Francisco and
it is unfair to the National educational
association.

"I want to say, in justice to the pen-
pie of Los Angeles, that they are with
San Francisco for fair play in this mat-
ter. It is the Santa Fe alone that is
holding out. Why, the hotelmen of Los
Angeles recognize the Justice of our
requests and have'joined with us.
ASK ONLY FAIR PLAY

"We are simply asking for treatment
Identical with that given Los Angeles

? in 1907 when the National educational
association met there. The hotelmen
there, as well as the southern commer-
cial bodies, understand that it will
probably cost the coast the convention
unless the arrangements can be made
as we desire.

"We had made extensive preparations
to bring to the coast one of the largest
crowds that ever took advantage of re-
duced fares. We had mapped out a
campaign calling for the expenditure of
$25,000 Just to bring the people out.

\u25a0 Now the Santa Fe ruts in with its de-
termination to keep the travel from
Ban Francisco and we stand to lose the
conx'ention.

"The situation is so serious that Mr.
Shepard, the national secretary, has
wired us to cease further exploitation

\u25a0until this matter can be straightened
out.

"VTc want to make good on our
pledges. When we went before the as-
sociation to get the convention for San
Francisco we had the assurances of the
Tallroods that they would give us the
same treatment to the letter as was
given \jOfi Angeles In 1907. With these
assurances we pledged our word to the
national body that we would handle the
convention axactly as was done in Los
Angeles. Now we are placed in a posi-
tion akin to repudiation.

"It is absolutely essential to the life
of the National educational association
that it collect its fee of $2 from every
excursionist who travels on the associ-
ation tickets. These fees, under a rul-
ing of the interstate commerce commis-
sion, can be collected by a railway, on
behalf of an association, only in that
city in which the convention is held.
The fees are collected as the tickets
are validated. In order to have the
ticket validated for the return, the ex-
cursionist must show his receipt for

-his $2 membership fee. This fee goes
to the National educational association
It is Us sole source of incomp. It is

apparrnt. thenr-for«\ that if it can not
oiled its funds here the as-

aoclation can not bold its convention
here. That is all 'th*-re is to it. .

"It has always been a very simple
matter In the past. When the conven-
tion was heid in Uos Angeles in 1907,
for instance, Los Aingeles was the only
point of validation. Ticketß could not
be validated her*. As the delegates
arrange,] to retnxn. to their eastern
homes thry brmi^M. their tickets to the
railway offices in lios Angeles, paid the
$2 fee for the association, the tickets
were validated and they left for their
homes. Now we\ are asking for the
same arrangement for San Francisco.
It makes no diff»«xince how many go to
Los Angeles after paying the valida-
tion fee here, the more the better.

"The Santa Fu figures that if it can
obtain the haul out from Chicago to
Los Angelns and back again It will
gave the money it would be forced to
give up to oth'»r roads should these
tourists como up* to San Francisco. If
they came to Pan Francisco over the
Southern Pacific the Santa Fe would be
compelled to relinquish $7.85. This is
where the racil trouble comes in. It
doesn't want to give up the $7.85.

"Under differ«nt circumstances there
might be Borne excuse. But the con-
vention is a San Francisco event and
this movement on the part of the Santa
Fe Is intended to keep the people from
coming here.
IS DISCRIMINATION

"Again, the arrangement the Santa
Fe proposes would be clear discrimina-
tion against San Francisco. The rate
for the N. K. A. convention from Mis-
souri river points is $50. From Chicago
it is $62.50. When the delegates come
to San Francisco and pay th«|r member-
ship fee with tJie validation of their
tickets, the cost becomes $52 from Mis-
souri river points aJid $64.50 from Chi-
cago. If these delegates, or any visitors
traveling under these rates, go to Los
Angele* again, they <an have their tick-
ets validated there without the pay-

ment of the $2 merribership fee. There-
fore, the round trip to Los Angeles be-
comes $2 less than to San Francisco,
although the convention is held in San
Francisco and the reduction was in-
tended so that people could go to San,
Francisco."
