WAITING ON CONGRESS

The congressional apportionment
must go over to an eéxtra session o:

The
Crumpacker bill provided for 11 con-
gressmen from this state. That bill
did not pass the senate,

Until some bill is passed, California's
quota is eight. Out of a democratic
house and a democratic desire to get
something while the getting is good
may come a bill framed for the demo-
cratic south that will give California 12
congressmen, It Is improbable, but
possible,

This legislature might leave the eight
congressional districts and provide for
the election of the added statesmen at

large. That arrangement has never
proved satisfactory in much smaller
states. None pretends to believe that

it would suit anybody or any section
in California.
LISSNER STARTS BLAZE

The legislative apportionment for San
Francisco may also help to throw the
whole question over to the extra ses-
sion. Boss Lissner’s “tail wag the dog”
speech at the St. Franeis hotel in San
Francisco started the blaze that is a
second alarm fire now. His match and
tinder work was supplemented by the
introduction of the Randall bill, under
which San Francisco would suffer a re-
duction of senatorial representation of
from nine to six and have its assembly
delegation trimmed from 18 to 12,

It is true that on a hard and fast
mathematical apportionment San Fran-
cisco would be entitled to seven sena-
tors and 14 assemblymen, but & mere
circumstance of that kind cuts no figure
in the calefilations of the boss impelled
by a “moral obligation,”

FIGHT FOR SAN FRANCISCO

It is not to be understood .that Sena-
tor Thompson, chairman of the senate
committee on reapportionment, is a
party to the Lissner scheme or com-
mitted to the Randall bill.

PROOF OF GOVERNOR'S HOLD

The passage of the recall amendment

by a vote of 70 to 10 in the assembly |

was another exemplification of Gov-
ernor Johnson's hold on the legislature.
Incidentally It bore out by prediction
that the submission of the recall, in-
cluding the judiclary, involved little
more than getting the question up to
the roll call.

The assembly had its oratorical field
day. The language that was spilled all
over the place for four hours was quite
as purposeless as was the same sort of
thing in the sehate on that joyful occa-
slon when the sergeant at arms was
ordered to turn back the clock,

Tom Finn held a check roll call on
his boys in the assembly this morning,
and before the windjamming fairly
started It was an odds on bet that
there would not be a dozen votes
against the recall as a whole on the
final vote, and the most optimistic poll
showed only 22 for the scheme to
strike the judiciary from the resolu-
tion. 'When the echoes were stilled
several hours later there were recorded
Just 20 votes for the elimination of the
judiclary from the resolution and 10
agalnst the resolution on the final vote,
ADMINISTRATION MEASURES

The submission of the recall leaves
the short ballot and the direct primary
amendments as the only unfinished ad-
ministration legislation.

The adoption of the direct primary
amendments does not involve anything
like a fight. In fact, it will be dif-
cult to get up anything approximating
the near fights made against the ad-
ministration measures that have gone
their triumphant way through both
houses,

The short ballot measures are in a
class by themselves. The governor has
refrained from pounding on these meas-
ures. His attitude may have been de-
termined by the fact that the recall
amendment was pending or by the fact

that the opposition to the appointive
cabinet idea is essentially different
from the insignificant opposition that

could be made to show itself against
the other measures.
APPOINTIVE CABINET PLANS

I believe'that the governor could se-
cure the submission of the appointive
cabinet proposition with as little difi-
culty as he encountered in the enact-
ment of the railroad rate law and the
submission of the recall.

Of course its submission might result
in a running fight on all the amend-
ments to be submitied at the special
election, which probably will be held in
September or October.

The governor has not changed his
epinions about the merit of the plan to
make nearly all of the administrative
Neither has he
changed his opinions about the desir-
ability of the consolidation of the build-
ing and loan commission with the bank-
ing department, but he has abandoned
his blll for the consolidation, and it
may be that he will abandon the short
ballot fight except as it relates to the
state printer and the clerk of the su-
preme court.

JORDAN LOSES FIGHT TO
CONTROL CAPITOL JOBS

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.—Secretary of State
Frank Jordan's struggle to hold his

ex officio position as custodian of the
capitol and purchasing agent for the
offices, and to continue control of the
capitol grounds by the capitol com-
mission, of which he is a member, re-
celved a setback today, when the ways
and means committee of the house re-
ported favorably on Wyllie's hill to
create the office of superintendent of
capitol buildings and grounds, who is
to hold office at the pleasure of the
governor. The superintendent is to
receive $3,000 a year, and is to have
complete supervision of the capitol
building and grounds and the pur-
chasing of supplies, and the power of
appointing all employes in his depart-
ment.

LINCOLN MONUMENT
ALLOWANCE FAVORED

CALI. HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.—J. J. Ryan's bhill
making an appropriation for the erec-
tion of a monument in memory pof
Abraham Lincoln in” Lincoln park, San
Francisco, was reported favorably by
the assembly ways and means commit~
tee today. Ryan's original bill was for
$25,000, contingent on a like appropria-
tion to be made by the Lincoln monu-
ment Jeague.

FREE TEXTBOOK BILL
PASSES THE ASSEMBLY

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.-—Smith’'s bifl for
free textbooks passed the assembly by
a vote of 67 to 1 today, the only op-
ponent of the measure being Chandler
of Fresno, According to the terms of
the measure the county superintend-
ents of schools shall each year make
requisition on the state superintend-
ent for the textbooks needed. The
books are to be supplied to the pupils
free of cost, but will remain the prop-
erty of the county.

Upper Chamber Rejects House
Measure Changing Unit From
- Township to County

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.—By a vote of 21 to
18 the #enate refused to recede today
from its amendment to the Wyllie lo-
cal option bill, which changes the op-
tion unit from the county to the town-

ship. Since the assembly has by a
decisive vote refused to permit the bill
to become a law unless the unit is

made the county, Lieutenant Governor
Wallace, president of the senate, ap-
pointed a committee of three senators
who will confer with a like committee
from the assembly and decide upon
which of the units should meet the
approbation of both houses, In case
the advice of the joint econference
committee is not taken by either house
the measure will be thrown into free
conference, where a new compromise
bill will be drawn which may prove ac-
ceptable to both the county and town-
ship unit advocates,

Senator Leroy A. Wright of S8an
Diego, who voted for the township unit
at the time the senate amended the
Wyllie bill, today voted with the coun-
ty unit forces. Senator E. I. Wolfe of
San Francisco was so ill that he could

not attend the session today, but he
would have voted for the township
plan.

COMMITTEE DIVIDED

Though the main contention over the
Wyllie bill regards the unit of option,
two other amendments to the measure
were made by the senate and rejected
by the assembly.” Today the senate |
voted to recede from the amendment |
placing a number of questions on the
ballot. In the matter of permitting
wholesaling of liquors in dry territory,
however, the senate again stood firm
by a vote of 19 to 20.

PREFER 9 HOUR DAY

CALI, HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.—An (nvestigation
into the working hours of San Fran-
cisco’'s shop and factory girls, made
by Senator Le Roy A, Wright of San
Diego, and Senator Leslie Hewitt of
Los Angeles yesterday, has determined
the two legislators to make a deter-
mined fight on the floor of the senate
tomorrow to have the Griffin bill pro-
viding an eight hour work day for
women amended so that the work day
shall be nine hours.

The adoption of the resolution by the
assembly removes the last obstruction
of the recall, the measure already hav-
ing passed the senate, and the proposed
constitutional amendment will be sub-
mitted to the electorate of the state
either at a general or special election.

The amendments offered by Bishop
and Jones were the outcome of the
efforts of a faction which tried by sev-
eral expedients to bring about a sepa-
rate vote on the judicial recall, among
them being a proposed substitute
amendment passed upon unfavorably by
the constitutional amendments commit-
tee Monday night.

Jones' amendment proposed to strike
out of the Gates amendment all refer-

ence to supreme court, superior court
and appellate judges, leaving the vote
only on legislative and executive of-
fices. The Bishop amendment proposed
to strike out all reference to the lat-

ter, leaving the vote only on the judi-
clary.

Jones' proposal was defeated by a
vote of 20 to 59.

SHORT BALLOT DEBATE
IS SET FOR THURSDAY

REAPPORTIONMENT
COMMITTEE AT WORK
CALL, HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-

MENTO, March 7.—The 17 members of
the senate committee on apportionment
and representation fell to the task of
arranging the senatorial and assembly
districts of the state tonight.

Director of the Census Durand, at the
request of United States Senator Frank

P. Flint, has supplied the committee
with complete population statistics of

every political subdivision of the state.

The problem of apportioning the c":‘i
gressional districts was barely touch :
upon. Senator Curtin suggested thsd
the districts remain as they are, an
the three additional congressmen ;"
which California is now entitled be
elected at large.

Under the constitution, the counties
can not be divided in order to equalize
the legislative districts, The population
of each assembly district will have to
be as near as may be to 29,712, and
that of each senatorial district 59,424,
Welch pointed out that the fire had re-
sulted in some assembly districts hav-
ing less than 6,000 inhabitants and
others as high as 52,000 people. The
lines of these districts will have to be
shifted until each contains as near as
may be to the 59,424 required. San
Francisco now has eight senators and
believes it should have nine alloted to
her. Los Angeles contends that San
Francisco should have only six senators.

BILL' BARRING TOBACCO
FROM MINORS PASSED

CALi: HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
MENTO, March 7.—Selling tobacco,
cigarettes or cigarette papers to mi-
nors aunder 18 years of age will be
a misdemeanor, if a bill passed by the
senate today and by the assembly re-
cently, recelves the signature of the
| governor. The measure was intro-
duced at the request of probation offi-
cers and physicians, who said that the
law fixing the age at 18 had not been
of great benefit.
