H. L. Morton, a student at Mountain

View high school, won the annual Pa-
cific athletic association cross country
race through Vfsltaolon v»U«y and ever
th» eurroundlßg Mils yesterday. The
rac« was one .if the most successful
affairs of the kind for many days.

The arrangements reflect credit on
th« VlsUaclon Valley athletic associa-
tion, under th* colors of which the run
\u25a0was held. Out of an entry list of 74
ethletes S3 faced the starter and 60
completed the course.

The course was fn fair shape, though
In parts the mud was ankle deep,
which wag detrimental to fast time.
The best tim« fr-r the ceurse was mad*
by Otto Boeddiker, Olympic club star,
who went «v«r the seven and a half
miles In 51 nunutes 55 seconds.

Boeddiker ran a particularly game
race. At. the .halfway mark he had
overh»ul*d all the limit men with the
exception of ghout lft. who were run-
ning well in the lend, with Beeddlker
gaining em them at every stride.

mark and gradually crept up on the

then went to the head of the procession,
keeping the three leading places prac-
tically all the rest of the way.

For more than seven' miles young
O'Shea led the bunch, but coming into
the road half a mile from the "finish,
Morton and Young both passed him and
finished in that order.
