CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-
"MEN'TO, March 13. —Governor Johnson
may believe that the short ballot amend-
ments providing for the appointive
cabinet of state administrative officers
trill not fCtl through the senate, but it
Is not his purpose to permit the people

to believe that he has changed his mind
about the merit of those amendments, or
the necessity for them.

The governor Is willingto permit the
senate to assume all responsibility for
the defeat of the amendments if they

are defeated. In fact, he passed that
responsibility to the senate today in a
strong statement incited by a news-
l>ap»r reference to the short ballot
measures as the governor's "•pet"
scheme and by Assemblyman Brown's
rharge that the short ballot movement
came from Wall street.
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"The pending measures," said the

governor, "were drawn so that the
present governor has nothing to do
•with the appointment of the officers
that may bo appointed, and It is. as-
sured that no present officer shall be
disturbed during the term for which
he was elected.

•The newspapers of the interests and
certain mouthpieces of theirs have as-
serted that the design of the measurewas to increase the power of the pres-
ent executive, arm to take from thepeople power that the people now have.
Both of these, statements, are, to say
the least, not accurate.

"It ought to be. obvious to anybody
Who really thinks about the situation
that the minor officers on a. state ticketare not no- really chosen by the peo-
ple—because, in the. very nature ofthing- the people can not know the
candidate* or their qualities for these
minor oiTlces. Th« demonstration of
this will be found if any elector will
ask himself who were. the Dpnoilrig
landidates for any, of. the minor stateoffices in the last election, and whatlie knew concerning them.

, "With the attention of tho electoratexocuscd on one or more of th« con-spicuous offices, the power with ' re-spect to these minor officer* is muchmore, certainly in the hands of the peo-ple than if they elect candidates totn« minor officers of whom they knownothing.
"Personally, It makes no difference tothe chief executive of .the state whether

this reform shall be immedadopted or;not; As we prepress andas we continue to think on thepe sub-jects, it is certain to. come, notwith-standing the reactionary press of Cali-forma."

MOURNERS GATHER
ABOUT THROOP BILL

Senator Gates Intimates Los
Angeles Will Not Seek

Real University

CALL HEADQUARTERS, SACRA-

MENTO. March 13.—Obsequiet over the
Throop serond state university bill, de-
feated Friday, -were held in the senate

today, and many a good word spoken
for the dead measure. A telegram from
President .T. A. B. Shearer of Throop
wai received here from Pasadena ad-
mitting defeat, and the friends of the
bill gav<* notice that they would end
their efforts to have a vote on the
measure reconsidered.

•"But. In ending our fight. I want to
say—and in all sorrow 1 say it—that
the call from the south for an institu-
tion of higher education there," said
Senator Gates of Ix>s Angeles, "will re-
sult, I fear, in the establishing of a
university there which •will be a real
competitor of the University of Califor-
nia. If the senate had accepted the
Throop institute the demand from the
south would have been satisfied by this
technological institute. We have sown
the wind; It may .take all the forbear-
ance and wisdom of the south to pre-
vent reaping the whirlwind."

The telegram from Shearer that
ended the battle was as follows:

Please withdraw Throop proposi-
tion absolutely. The senate has
spoken once, and we are unwilling
to fore*? our gift upon the state,
or to invite a prolongation of th*
kind of warfare that defeated the
bill last Friday. Fe«»l at liberty to
read this before the senate and
publish.
Senator John W. Stetson of Oakland,

who led the fight against the measure,
declared that the people of the south
had not lost the cauee for which they
fought—that of better technical schools
in the lower end of the state. Wolfe
of San Francisco, regretted that he
had been ill and therefore unable to
register his vote In the matter, but he
declared that the matter as prese"n"te<l
in the finance committee had met with
his approval.

"I applaud the determination of the
southerners to establish a school of
technical education in their part of the
•tate." Wolfe said, "and most heartily
do I applaud the spirit in which they
have accepted defeat. They are splendid
fighters, and splendid loser?. Though
they lost, they have been victorious."

"A few more, victories of this kind." j
said Gates, "and the cause of education
in California will he undone."

ASSEMBLY PASSES
TWO LABOR BILLS

Measures Prohibit Armed Strike
Breakers and Touch Pay

Check Evil

MENTO, March 13.— Griffin's bill to
prohibit any person or corporation In
the state from co#npeUing j any person
to enter into an agreement not to join
a labor union or organization as a
condition of securing or continuing in
employment passed the assembly to-
day.

The bill furthermore prohibit* false
or deceptive representations by em-
ployers to secure employes, and it
would also prevent the guarding of
other persons or property with armed
guards. This last feature is aimed at
FArleyites, or professional strike-
breakers.

The Btuckenbruck bill also passed
the assembly today. It provides that
no employer shall issue in payment of
wages due any order or check unless
It Is negotiable and is payable with-
out discount in cash on^demand at
some regularly organized bank in the
county of issuance of the check or
order.
