'OAKLAND, March 19.—The V woman
• movement,' as reflected in the local
| clubs. Is full of significance. The pres-

ent critical stage, through which the
various organizations seem to be pass-
ing, Is not without its meaning. The

i reluctance of the prominent women.to
accept the high offices in the clubs
about^the bay. and the difficulty which

j the nominating committee In almost
j every large body of women -has had
in preparing a ticket this year,, shows
that to some degree the situation isgrave and recognized to' some degree.

The shaping of new politics, the re-
linquishing of old issues for new ones.
is remolding, practically reorganizing,
the whole system of women's clubs.
From the self-centered study or socialgroup the pendulum has swung to the
extreme, and even the most conserva-
tive club is .reaching out to contribute
in some way to the general movement
to better conditions and give Its share
to the community's progress ' and' wellbeing.

The heretofore accepted club program |
planned for mere pleasure , has -been
superseded by the more serious pro- j
gram with a clearly defined and ex-1pressed' purpose, and a logical place j
in; the larger interests. The study sec-
tions are giving their time to discus-
sions of world wide interest with the
superficial" relegated to the past. .

Of the large clubs about the bay,
Ebell, the Adelphian of Alameda, and
the Twentieth Century of Berkeley, will
practically return the same board of
directors who served last year at their
annual elections this spring, the presi-
dents in each society succeeding them-
selves. The Oakland i club has given
its nominating committee a difficult
task In selecting the officers for the
coming season and. while - several
women are being named for the presi-
dency; to succeed Mrs. Leon Hall, who
has served two, years, no decision has
yet been reached. Mrs. W. S. Wattles
of the Town and Gown club of Berke-
ley has also completed a two year serv-
ice as president and will have a suc-
cessor named.

OAKLAND WINS OUT
ONS. P. FRANCHISE

$70,000 More Revenue Assured
by Acceptance of Terms

of Seventh Street Road

:,; OAKLAND, March 19.—E. E. Calvin,
vice president and manager of the
Southern Pacific company, has sanc-
tioned the amendment to the Seventh
street franchise ordinance proposed by
B. H. Pendleton, president of the city
council, which will return to Oakland

; an. additional $70,000 in revenues from
the franchise. : ' \-

The company had offered to accept a
35 year franchise" and to pay an annual<
rental of $5,000. 7 Pendleton proposed!
that the rental should be $5,000 for the
first 15 years and $5,500 for the re-"

: maining 20 years. ' \u25a0

By this change the city will derive ian income of $245,000. Furthermore,
the company agrees to pave Seventh
street at a cost of $200,000 and to pay
for lighting the street which now costs

The acceptance also establishes - a
precedent for sharing profits' by the city
and public-;service corporations. That
same precedent. had been established ;

<previously | by,: the present administra-
tion in water front matters, rentals be-
ing exacted from the Western Pacific..
the Southern Pacific and the Key Route
companies for wharves and docks.

In addition, reversion clauses were
inserted In the -water front franchises
grant", to the Key Route and to the

! Southern Pacific, requiring the, compa-
nies J to .deed all improvementsy'to the
city upon expiration of the lease.

The new charter has franchise pro-
visions governing acquirement by the
city of street railroads, which will ap-

; ply to the Seventh street line eventu-
ally.

The city council probably will finally
pass the ordinance granting the Sev-
enth street franchise tomorrow night.
This- will enable the Southern Pacific
company to proceed with electrifying
the Oakland branch of Its Alameda
county suburban system, which is to
cost $11,000,000. Officials of the com-
pany have said that they will rush that
work as soon as the Seventh street
franchise is settled.

BASIN BEGINS TODAY

Work Under Municipal Con-
tract Will Reclaim 400 Acres
OAKLAND,March 19.—With the rock-

wall in the Key Route basin nearly
completed, dredging to make- a fill to
strengthen the, retainer will be started
tomorrow by the California reclama-
tion \u25a0 company. Two dredges will be
put ,to' work, one where the roekwall
abuts upon the southern pier, the other
at the north end of the wall against the
Key-Route pier.

But the ballot; is .an
obligation -that can- not be shirked be-
cause to gome Itmay,at some time be

unpleasant;to:.wield. This Is a case
where- the office or obligation is going
to seek the woman. "-."Unconsciously women .have gone
through a process that fits them for
voting. They have been studying, go-
ing* to school; college and university
and debating—and for what? Not pink
teas., A high order- of preparation re-
quires a commensurate task. The high
intellectual development of women re-
quires corresponding, tasks.

"All kinds .of "dire ' results are pre-
dicted if women are given the ballot.
It is like the same old story -about-high-
er .'education. ';}Give them the ballot and
we will know: then what follows. Equal
suffrage is one of the'" greatest ques-
tions of our age. It cuts to the quick
many other questions. The public wel-
fare will never be properly looked after
by men alone. Women have the quality
and temperament that will make them
more; conscientious and more unselfish
voters than, men.",
