A continuance was taken until
néxt Monday, whén thé argument will
bé résumed.

The éxecutor's of Dargié's will con-
tend that Mrs. Dargie is not his widow,
inasmuch as a decrée of dlvorce had
béen granted hér before he died. They
declare that they do not want to be
placed in the position of paying out
money of the estaté wuntil it has beéen
Judicially ascértained that theéey have
thé right to do so.

Attornéy PFugené E. Trefethen
openéd thé argumefit against Mrs.
Dargle, attemipting to show that the
imtérlocutoty decréee granted Mrs.
Dargie in 1907 had become final by
lapse of time, in spite of the fact that
né final decree had been éntéréed and
that Dargie and his wife had bécome
réconciled long before his death.

Trefethen was followed by Attorney

Attornéy Stanley Moore, for
Mrs. Dargie, will reply, contending
that until & final décrese 6f dlvores is
sighed the marital status doés not come
to an end.

Mayor Opens Campaign for Re-
election With Discussion of
Socialists’ Platform

BERKELEY, March 21.—Mayor Bev-
erly L. Hodghead opened his campaign
in West Berkeley tonight before «
large audience, which filled Finnish
Comrades’ hall in Bristol street.

Commisstonér R. A. Berry, who is a
candidate for re-election; Fred F. Con-
nor, candidate for the office which
Commissioner McClure will leave thia

vear; Mrs, Elinor Carlisle, Mrs.- James
B. Hume and E. E. Nichols, candidates
for school director, also addressed the
eeting. \
Mayor Hodghead said in part:
There are several reasons why 1
féél especially gratified over the
present situation. After a busy
term of two years, wherein many
perplexing problems were encoun-
tered, involving conflicts of inter-
est between clitizens, I am now
supported not only by those wlho
supported me before, but also by
many of those who dfd not support
me before, and although the work
of this council has been scrutinized
as that ef no other councll, the
only «‘om‘plaint that is now urged
against it is that we have not
plufiged the city into socialism.
NEW ISSUE RAISED

When this club met three weeks
ago in the Masgonic temple there
Was no opposing candidaté and no
opposing issue so far as then an-
nounce t0 bé presented to the
people, but the great secret re-
mained to be discloséd. The so-
clalists, upon the last day allowed
by law, filed petitionk of nomina-
tion and then get up the cry that
the council, although its adminis-
trative policy was not open® to
criticlsm, yét had been recreant to
its trust becauss it had not
plunged the city into the doctrinés
of socialism. That i& now the iseue
in_this campaign.

It is urged in the most vehemént
and fervent eloquence that the
council has fiot established or ac-
quired all the public utilities that
are permitted by the chartér-—not
requitel by the charter, mind you,
but permitted by the charter. It
is assumed that because the char-
ter provides in section 47 that the
city, not the éouncil, shall have the
right and gownr to acquire by pur-
chage condémnation or otherwise,
to establish, maintain, equip. own
and operate tertain public utilities
that %he couneil was obliged to
proceed immediately to establish
them.

That i8 the indictment against
us. The fresholders in préparing
this chartér undertook to give the
eity full power over all these mat-
ters wheén it seemed wise to exer-
cise it. ‘The acquisition at this
timeé would be impractical and im-
possible for several reasons. In
the first place, contrary to the im-
pression that has goneé. abroad, *
these things can only be acquired
by paying for them ang the ac-
quisition of only part of them
would exceed .many times the
bonding capacity of the city.

Thérée are a number of publie
improvements which seem to bhe
imperative and which the people
have very generally demanded and
whieh the council has submitteq to
thém, If approved by the people
their cost would be nearly
$1,000,000,

We should not bond the city for
car lines, railroads, telephone sys-
tems and other public improveé-
ments to the extent that it would
prevent the acquisition of a water
system if the peapleé desire to join
the Hetch ,Hetchy plan. The so-
cialists say they favor the Hetch
Hetchy or some other plan. 8o do
we. If we did not we would have
nho water, but if you éxhaust the
bonding capacity of the city for
other things you ean not get it.

It is admitteq in the published
rogram of the socialists, whiéh
as bHeen given wideée circulation,
that there jsva gold ming under the
city which will supply the funds
for the acquisition of all such
utilities. If & comipetént engineer
win[auure us of that fact I am
or it.

WATER WORKS QUESTION

The charter provides for the aoc-
quisition and nwner:hl? of water
works. I think there is probably
no single question to which the
council has givén much réater
thought than’ to this eub;ect of
water. Probably if we h talked
more and worked less we would
have been better understood.

In _my annual report submitted
last July, the situation in reférénce
to“the water supply was reviewed
up to that date. Evidently the
author of the socialist program has
not discovered that report nor read
the groceedinga of the hearing at
Washington, nér the minutes of the
counclls of the three cities, for hg
#tates that the new charter shoul
no longer he entrusted to the prea-
ent administration which has taken
no action whatever. Beéing fair-
minded men, they nmust admit that
théy aré mistaken or admit werse.
Mrs. Carlisle and Mrs, Hume devoted

most of their time to a discuséion of
school needs. Mrs. Carlisle said in
part:

The need for playgrounds and
kindergartens i{s most apparént to
the motnﬂs 6f this eity who have
beén working for thesé modern ad-

fnots t6 the s&chéol department.

© desire the kindergarten tried
out 6n the emall scale, with four

buildings located in the four parts
of the city, and whefl we have

Mrs. Hume declared tHat no system
o6f education was complete which did
not provide for kindergartens. She

NEEDS OF OAKLAND'S
ANNEX DISCUSSED

Mayor Mott -and Other Candi-
dates for Re-election Speak
in Allendale

—

OAKLAND, March 21.—Mayor Frank
K. Mott was the principal speaker this
evening at a meeting called by the
Central improvement club of Allendale,
held at Penniman avenue hall. Others
who spoke were City Auditor Gross,
City Treasurer Man‘e and City En-
gineer Turner, who were invited by
the e¢lub to explain phases of the
new chartér and other problems. In
addition to these chief speakers, there
were addrgsses by several candidates
for office under the new charter.

Mayor Mott spoke on the needs of
the annexed district, and on the prob-
lems which confronted the city govern-
ment. He declarea for exténsion of
the parkK and playground system ginto
the annex, and for other improve-
ments.

“Through the improvement clubs,” he
sald, “the c¢ity administration is kept
in fouch with affairs and with public
desires, and s aided greatly in carry-
ing out thé peoplé's wishes. Streets
in this new section must be properly
lighted and policed Bnd beautified, and
the park and playground system should
be extended here for the good of the
chil@ren, Wa expect soon to purchase
a site for a firehouse in this distriet.”
© City Engineég, ¥. C. Turner, who Is
a candidate for commissioner No. 3,
hag béen asked to speak on the new
charter. He sald: »

“The most strikjng difference be-
tweén thé old and n§w charters is that
theé separation Into executive angd legis-
lative branches in the old oharter is
swept away, and in the new charter
is provided a commission of five men,
counting the mayor, who have the pow-
érs and dutiés of both thg ¢ity couneil
and the board of publiec works and the
policé and fire commission. Each com-
missioner has charge of a department,
and Wwithin his department is practic-
ally supreme and is held responsgible for
results,

*“The civil service commission ap-
pointed by the mayor to be elected will
formuldaté rules for its own guidance,
and a miajority of his appointees will
be in control for 10 years, or five times
the term of former mayors.”

City Treasurer Edwin Meese dealt
with the needs of the annex pafticu-
larly. He sald:

“In looking over your district I find
that you haveé a spléndid school build-
ing surrounded by largé playgrounds,
but there are not playgrounds equipped
as they should be. The city adminie-
tration can equip them at reasonable
cost. I would urgeé the raising of a
fund to purchase shadeé trees, and the
park commis: on would be willing to
maintain them afterward.”

City Auyditor Georgé Gross spoke on
the municipal finances with regard to
the annex.

John Forrest, candidaté for commis-
sionér No. 4; Councilman” R. C. Vose,
candidate for No. 4; P. C. Fraderickson
of Frultvale, candidate for the same
position, were among the other
speakers,

Hugh Hogan, who was oné of the
freeholders to frame the new city char-
tér, was chosen last night as perma-
nent chairman and C, H. Shépardson as
secretary of the Lee J. MaCarthy cam-
paign committée, with headquarters at
1054 Broadway.
