.any disposition on the part of Hodg-
head's supporters to neglect their oh-
lfgatlons on election day may prove
costly.
SPEAR JACKSOXIX OPPOSITION

It is estimated that a vote approxi-
mating 3.000 will be cast on Saturday.
If Hodghead no more than holds his

.following of two years-ago, he will
be elected. Before he announced his

\u25a0candidacy to succeed himself, a peti-
tion bearing: 800 names was presented
urging him to run again.

There is reason to believe that Hodg-
head has gained greatly during his

.Incumbency. His administration has
had practically unanimous indorsement.
Now, however, that" there is a rival

\u25a0candidate, the old Spear faction, which
Hqdghead defeated two years ago, has
joined, strangely enough, with the so-
cialists.

One of the strongest issues on which
the Hodghead campaign is hased is
the recognized fact that he has not
•been a sectional mayor, but the mayor
of all Berkeley. On this point. Prof.
William Carey Jones, the father of the
•model Berkeley charter, said:

"It Is one of the marked merits of
the present administration that it has
had no specially favored sections. In
\u25a0the city government there Is no geog-
raphy to the mayor."

ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF MAYOR
The supporters of the mayor are

able to cite a long list of accomplish-
ments that go to demonstrate the
truth of this *tatement. The . neigh-
borhood In which Mayor Hodghead
"lives waged a strong campaign for the
purchase of a chemical fire engine to
.protect their district. The engine was
bought at a cost of $4,000. but it did
\u25a0not go Into the mayor's district, as
wa-s urged. Instead the mayor ordered
it located centrally »o as" to be avail-
able for the protection of the homes
of the people of the whole city.

It was one of the' mayor's special
undertakings to extend the system of
tire protection to districts for which,
no adequate provision had been made.
He forced the company to expend $25,-
--000 for the extension of mains, and
thus obtain proper safeguards for the
homes in Grove and Delaware streets. j
Regents park, the McGee and La Loma I
tracts.

affairs by the plans he has put into Joperation and outlined for "West Berke- i

ley. For many years the Interests of
West Berkeley have been neglected. The I
mayor has been specially impressed
with the Importance of the section, its
future as a manufacturing and ship-
ping center.
FIGHT FOR WATER FRONT

Realizing the great asset of a good
water frontage. Mayor Hodghead has
taken time by the forelock to assure
It for all time to the city. It required
a legal fight of 60 years before Oak-
land could come into possession of its
water front. Mayor Hodghead has
taken the steps which give Berkeley
Its water front for all time withoutlitigation. The streets have been ex-
tended to the tide lands, giving thecity exclusive control.

.'ln West Berkeley the mayor has
given special attention to the trouble-
POme sewage problem. In the bond
Issue, soon to be placed before the
voters, he has provided for the ex-
tension of the outlet sewer to deep
\u25a0water. This will remove a condition
that has given rise to serious com-
plaint in West Berkeley for years.

.The Improvement of San Pablo ave-
nue, the main thoroughfare of West
Berkeley, is cited as further evidence
of the mayor's complete grasp of the
big problems of the whole city.
BOND ISSUE FOII KEEpS

Of. the money to be expended in the
new bond issue, two-thirds will go
for improvements west .of Shattuck
avenue. The mayor has - kept in con-
stant touch with the needs of : tRe
communities in every section of . the
city and has mapped out the big bond
projects to meet those needs. One of
the most highly praised items of the

* bond Issue, is that providing for parks
and playgrounds.

In all the public work under the
projected bond issue, - the eight hour
law will prevail: It is, prescribed by the
charter. ..During Mayor Hodghead's ad-
ministration there has been the strict-
est enforcement of ;this provision.
