Estrada Sends Former Leaders
Out of Country

Wh»B it comes to cleaning out thepolitical stable Governor Johnson has
nothing on President Estrada of Nica-
ragua. The revolution in Nicaragua
was over some time ago. but Estrada
has just finished sweeping up after
Zelaya. Among other re!ic3 of the
former administration Estrada found
a distinguished body of political lead-
ers, the men who had helped Zelaya
to milk the republic of its wealth. They
wtr« all willingto ride on the Estrada
band wagon, but the new president pre-
ferred other passengers.

In Nicaragua the president is nothampered by any constitutional re-
straints as long as he has the army on
his »lde. Estrada, after putting the
rert Of hi« house in order, gathered up
fceven of th# most prominent Zelayans
and sentenced them to six months'
exlie from Nicaragua.
