Boston Corner Clipped Off Mass=
achusetts by Concession

Made to New York

In the early colonial days, when the
Puritan commonwealth of Massachu-
setts claimed "everything from Cape
Cod westward to the western ocean,"

there was a little tract known as Bos-
ton corner, over which a question of
jurisdiction was waged by New York.
Ton years before the revolutionary war
the two colonies appointed commission-
ers to fixa mutually acceptable bound-
ary line, but after long negotiation,
while they came near enough to agree
upon a starting line, they could not de-
fide whether or not it should parallel
the Hudson river, and finally gave it up.

After the war the controversy was
renewed and was referred to congress,
and this time a boundary was definitely
fixed, bpgmninjr a t a point on the Massa-
ehuaeti leut line 20 miles from
the Hudson and extending northwest-
ward in a straight line parallel with the
general trend of the river. This line
followed closely the western slope of
the Taeonle mountains, leaving the val-
ley land In New YoTk state.

At tho southwest angle, however, the
mountains receded and left about 300
acres of bottom land in Massachusetts.
This section was Inaccessible from the

n side of tho mountains, and in
time its people boro an unenviable
reputation for lawlessness, and Boston
corner, as it was known, became the re-
sort of all manner of law breakers. Tts
inhabitants did not vote and the tax
collector left them severely alone.

Matters grew worse till 1853, when
John Mortssey, the famous pugilist, aft-
erward serving in congress, fought there
with bare fists for the heavy weight
championship of the world. There was
a general melee over the result of this
light. Puritan Massachusetts rose in
Indignation. The state assembly had
been considering the organization of a

but in 3 854 the knot was cut by the
legislature ceding some 3.000 acres of
lanil. which included Boston corner, to
the state of New York, and New York
accepted the gift.

CHILE INCREASES
RAILWAY TRACKAGE

New Work Last Year Amounted
to $10,194,450 on Govern-

ment Lines Alone

The Chilean government lias out-
lined extensive public improvements
(or 1911, covering railroad building:,
harbor improvements, waterworks,
sewer system, etc., writes Consul Al- I
fred A. Winslow of Valparaiso
estimates for new work on t
railroads now under construction by j
the government amount to $10,194,-
--456 inked States gold for the year,
with $1.050.5TS for surveys for new
lines, condemning right of way. etc.. i
and J355.000 for new rolling- stock to
be used on the new lines under con-
struction, to say nothing of the ncu-
equlpment needed for the old lines.

The above estimates do not cover
the work to be done on the longitudi-
nal and Arica to La Paz railways that
are under special contracts. The for-
mer is to be built and operated for
a time by English syndicates with
headquarters at Santiago before, be-
ing taken over by the Chilean govern- '
ment on a guaranty of 5 per cent net
on the actual cost of the road and roll-
ing stock.

This line is divided into two sec-
tions. The northern portion, consist-
ing of 443.6 miles, extending from near
Iqt'ique to a point near Chanaral, is
being financed by thf Chilean railway
finance company (limited), with of-
fices at Santiago, in charge of W. B.
Leane. The construction of this sec-
tion has been taken over by Macdon-
ald, Gibbs & Macdougall at a cost of
$10,900,963, to be completed within
three years. This firm can be reached
at Santiago. Chile, in care of the Chil-
ean Longitudinal railway construction
company (limited). The construction
of the southern section, consisting of
310 miles, is being financed by the
Howard syndicate < limited), with of-
fices at 1263 Calie (,'ompania, Santiago,
Chile. Tho construction work is be-
ing done by Griffiths & Co., for $19,-
--592.529, to be completed within three
years. This firm can be reached at
Santiago, Chile, in care of the How-
ard syndicate (limited). The work on
these sections will require 3,500 to
4,000 workmen, of whom 2.000 must
be brought from Europe. \u25a0

SERVIA IMPORTS
COTTONSEED OIL

Removal of Duty Results in
Large Increase of Ameri*

can Product

According to importers the total im-
ports of cottonseed oil into Servia dur-
ing 1910 were 3.700 barrels, of which
2.200 barrels came from the United
States and 1,500 barrels from England,
writes Consul Robert S. S. Bergh of
Belgrade.

According to Servian customs sta-
tistics there were no imports from
America in 1907, 350 barrels in 1908,
and 665 barrels in 1909. Thus the im-
ports for 1910 increased 1,545 barrelsover 1909. This rapid increase is due
to the reduction in the import duty
from 25 to 20 dinars (1 dinar equals
19.1 cents) per 100 kilos—in May, 1910.
By this reduction cottonseed oil has
become a strong competitor to olive
oil, under which name it is often sold
to the public by the shopkeepers at
a handsome profit. This alone Is the
best guaranty that cottonseed oil will
gradually replace the olive and sesame
oils, the imports of which are still con-
siderable.

Wad it not been for the scarcity, and
consequent high prices of American oil
in the fall of 1910 the Imports from
United States would have been much
larger. The importers were compelled
to get much of their supply from Eng-
land, which, however, does not mean
that the imports of this article from
England will continue. The Knglisii
cottonseed oil received was ot such in-
ferior quality that in many parts of
the country it was unsalable, ami
quantities of It were returned to the
importers, leading to disputes and
other inconveniences. Taking all the
circumstances into consideration it can
reasonably be expected that the im-
ports of American cottonseed oil dur-
ing 1911 will reach 6,000 barrels.

There is no Servian manufactured
cottonseed oil to compete against, as
the only Servian oil factory discon-
tinued work and was removed to
Saloniki. Turkey, as soon an the re-
duction in import duty took place.
