NEW YORRK, April 7.-<Nearly 400 ball
players will begin drawing saMries
from the 16 major league clubs on April
12. More than $800,000 will be paid
this. season for servicas rendered.
In the New York Nationals, John Ma-

will receive about $12,000 for his work
this year. Christy Mathewson 18 be-
lieved to be the higehst paid ball play-
er.in the profession. It 1s said he signed
a five year contract last winter at an
annual salary of $10,000. The two
dozen other plavers on the New York
team will average abhout $2500 apiece,
swelling the total salary list to more
than $85,000, the record in professional
baseball.
Manager Chase of .the New York
Americans will ‘draw about $7,000 for
his services as manager, captain and
first baseman. Russell Ford, the team’s
star pltrhel, will get close to §5,000,
The season’s pay roll will foot up in the
neighborhood of §65,000.
Among the other big league teams,
the pitchers will, as usual be the star
performers on the salary list. The
wages of some of the more important
men will run from $5,000 to $8,000 for
the season.

¢lubs except Boston will exceed $50,000
in their salary lists,
Aside from the players’ salaries, the
expenses of each club will amount to
about $35,000 for equipment and inci-
dentals.
