TRIP MADE IN AUTO

About 7:20 o'clock that evening
‘Frenchy” brought a closed automobile
into Bush street about a block from
Cochrane's office. “Frenchy” and Deane
and the chauffeur drove to a house

near Harbor View and there picked up
Mrs. Henry, Kelley and the two Henry
ehildren, whom they conveyed

Deane's flat in Richland avenue. There
“Frenchy” and Deane left them, the
former telephoning shortly afterward
to Cochrane

From that time on Deane visited
Cochrane's office nearly every .ay.
About two days afterward Cochrane
said he had just received $700 from

Seattle, but that he had to divide it
with the other boys. He gave Deane
$200, of which Deane turned over $100
to “Frenchy” under Cochrane's instruec-
tions. That is all, according to Deane,
that he has received.

“At the first meeting in Cochrane's
office,” said Deane in answer to re-
peated questioning by Judge Mogan,
“Cochrane told me to keep quiet. He
said, ‘I want this thing kept quiet.’ "

Deane admitted that he had discussed
the case with Cochrane at about 1
o'clock Tuesday, just after he had been
served with a subpena to appear as a
witness in the case. Cochrane said he
thought George Bogan, one of the
chauffeurs, had given the thing away.
Deane sald he didn’t want to get into
any trouble and Cochrane answered,
“Oh, there won't be anything like that.,”
COCHRANE ASSURES HIM

“I told Cochrane I was worried about
the whole case and wanted to tell the
truth,” said Deane. *“He sald, ‘Don't
worry; you'll get your money.'”

“Did any one tell you that day,”
asked Attorney Mackenzie, “or suggest
to you that day, that you were to testify
when vou came on the stand that you
did not see Kelley at that flat?"

“Yes, sir, Mr. Cochrane did,” answered
the witness. “He told me that when I
went to se® him in his office.”

“Did any one tell you that you were
to say on the witness stand that you
had received that money from a man
supposed to be named Nelson, instead
of telling the truth that you had re-
ceived it-from Cochrane?”

“Yes, Mr. Cochrane did,” replied
Deane, “He said, ‘You know I am not
in this. If anything happens I am not
the one who handed out this money. ™

Miss Pearl Wyckoff, the nurse from
whom the children were kidnaped by
Mrs, Henry, told the story of the kid-
naping.

| resembled Cochrane, She was unable,
'however. to identify Cochrane. The
i leader said to her *“Come, madam,
this is force,” when she.refused to give
the children up.

Joseph Baldi, one of the detectives
who was watching Miss Wyckoff's flat
on the night of the kidnaping, told of
seeing the party enter the house, He
identified Cochrane, Mrs. Henry and
the chauffeurs, and said that it was
Cochrane who led the crowd into the
flat after Mrs. Henry had entered. He
told of the escape in the two machines.
WITNESSES TO RETURN

All of the witnesses examined yester-
day were ordered to return at 2 o'clock
thig afternoon for cross examination,
and the case was continued until that |
hour.
