Smith intended to tear around for 10
or 12 rounds with thrée or four likely
bovs of his own weight, or perhaps a
few welter weights, but those who
were invitéd to report on the job falled
to show. Calls for volunteers failed to
bring forth any response, so the best
that Smith could do was to take on Ike
Cohen, the Salt Lake middle weight,
for three rounds. He wanted to go
further, but Cohen was not quite so
willing.

The Salt Lake lad is well known to
the four round fans as a tough, game
performer, with a fair sort of a kick.
but when he went against Smith yes-
terday things were altogether different.
Instead of standing up and fighting as
the fans expected him to, Cohen cov-
ered, a la Frankie Burns, and Smith
was unable to wade in and show the
crowd what he had.

The Philadelphia boy is a speedy,
clever boxer, with a peculiar crouching
style that reminds one somewhat of
Jimmy Britt. His left hand shoots out
straight and true, and he is also there
with a nice right hand cross and a right
hand uppercut. Just how much effect
his blows would have on some good,
live opponent remains to be seen, but
he was not afforded an opportunity to
go in and mix up as he would have
liked to.

Smith is in pretty fair condition at
the present time, yet he did not let
himself out yestérday to any great
extent. When Cohen covered up, the
Quaker City boxer realized that he
would be taking a chance of hurting
his hands should he keep hammering
away, 50 he wisely stood his distance
and waited for the Salt. Lake bruiser
to unfold himself. Cohen was not dis-
posed to do much of this, so the ex-
pected action was lacking,

While punching the bag, working
with the weight and the wrist ma-
chines and going through his various
other gymnasium stunts, Smith wore
his glasses., Every minute or so, he
would stop to adjust them, while the
fans looked on and marveled. But
when time was called and his gloves
were adjusted, the pugilistic freak
shook the “cheaters.” ™

Although a hard worker and a sys-
tematic one, Smith is not what might
be termed a very flashy gymnasium
performer. “He has a peculiar, slow
way of shifting around, but his clever-
ness is original and all his own, For
this reason, he figures to be a good
card for the local fans. He is some-
thing different from what they have
been used to looking upon.

Just as soon as he gets hold of a few
more live sparring partners, Smith will
endeavor to show us some more of his
new stuff, He would show to better
advantage against some of the more
clever boys like Charley Rellly or Wil-
lie Ritchie. According to all the east-
ern experts, Smith won most of his bat-
tles back there through his cleverness,
besting such aggressive ones as Knock-
out Brown and others of thi8 type,

“I like the California climate and I
feel that I will be able to get into
grand condition within the next\week,”
says Smith. “Just as soon as I get a
few good sparring partners lined up, I
will be able to give the local fans a
good exhibition. Anyhow, I will keep
trying all the time."”
