NEW OLLING SYSTEM
FOR NAVY ENGINES

Forced Lubrication Pipes Will
Be Installed in Two Cruisers
of Pacific Fleet

[Special Dispatch te The Call]

MARE ISLAND, April 18.—A system
of forced lubrication, similar to that
| which was placed on the California last
| year, will be installed upon the cruisers
| South Dakota and Maryland.
| By the new method oil is forced into
!all the bearings through a system of
pipes under a pressure of from 30 to 40
pounds.

The lubricant flows through the bear-
| ings into the crank pits, thence to bhe
conveyed by pipes to cooling coils, after
| which it goes to oll reservoirs for re-
distribution. The steady flow of oil
eliminates the danger of heated bear-
ings, effects a considerable saving of
| fuel, and makes possible a greater
| durability of engines, permits of work-
‘ing at high speed for longer periods
and increases the steaming radius of
| the vessel thus equipped.

DROWNING MYSTERY
PUZILES JURORS

Verdict Leaves Open Question
of Responsibility for Death
of Landsburg

When the coroner’s inquest into the

death of Guy Matthews Landsbure, the |

voung Alameda realty dealer whose
body was found floating in the bay at
the foot of Van Ness avenue April
10, had been concluded yesterday, the
officlals were as much at sea as they
have been at any stage of their In-
vestigation. The jury which heard the
evidence returned a verdict that death
was due to drowning, stating that it
was impossible to determine whether
Landsburg fell into the bay or jumped
overboard with suicidal intent.

Detectives Tom Murphy and Arthur
McQuaide will confer with the district
attorney as to the proper charges to
place against Frank Torres, allas Ed-
ward Evans, and Frank Donley, the
two men who were arrested for rob-
bing Landsburg the night of March 27.
They will be charged with either grand
larceny or robbery. Peter del Porto,
the waiter in the Thalia dance hall in
Pacific street, who purchased Lands-
burg’'s watch from Torres and Donley,
will he charged with recelving stolen
goods,

Walter Jacoby, J. J. Mulvaney and
Karl Brown, the three companions of
Landsburg on the night he disappeared,
testified that they left the Midway
dance hall in Pacific®street at 10:45
o'clock and that when they reached
the street they discovered that Lands-
burg was missing. Gene Ferris, Milo
Wilson and Ethel Harding, three dance
hall girls, say that they saw Lands-
burg in the Midway at 11:15 o'clock

and that he left shortly afterward, !
trailed. by three suspicious looking |
characters,

Victim’s Mother Collapses

ALAMEDA, April 18.—~Mrs. George '
M. Landsburg, mother of Guy M. Lands- |
burg, the young real estate agent who |
went to his death in the waters of the
bay in a mysterious manner, has suf-
fered a nervous breakdown as a result
of mental strain and worry.

She is under the care of a physiclan
and two trained nurses. At the time
that the body of her son was recov-
ered from the bay eight days ago, Mrs.
Landsburg collapsed. She recovered
sufficiently to attend the funeral.

Four days ago Mrs. Landsburg ex-
perienced a severe setback and was
forced to take to her bed, where she
has remained since 1ier husband, who
is an official of the Aisska packers'
assoclation, is in the interior of the
northern territory.
