THREE PROMOTIONS
SURPRISE EMPLOYES

E. W. Mason Will Be the Head

of Western Division at
Sacramento

J. P. Quigley Succeeds Him as
Superintendent of
Telegraph

Three promotions in the operating
department of the Western Pacific rall-
way were announced by C. M. Levey,
vice president and general manager of
the company, yesterday. J. W. Mul-

hern, superintendent of the western
division at S8acramento, will on May 1
hecome general superintendent of the
Denver and Rio Grande, succeeding the
late J. C. Dailey. E. W. Mason, super-
intendent of telegraph and car ac-
countant, succeeds Mulhern at Sacra-
mento, and J. P. Quigley, chief dis-
patcher at Sacramento, will succeed to
Mason’'s position.

The appointments came as a surprise
to practically every employe of the
Western Pacificc, who thought that
Mulhern was a fixture at Sacramento.
Mulhern's appointment was decided
upon last week during the visit here
of H. W. Clark, vice president and
general manager of the Denver and
Rio Grande,

Mulhern began railroading on the
Chicago, Burlington and Quiney in
1881 and saw service in the various
branches of the track, station and
transportation department until pro-
moted to be train master of the Han-
nibal and St. Joseph, July 1, 1892, He
was later advanced to superintendent
of the Burlington terminals. In De-
cember, 1902, Mulhern was again pro-
moted to be superintendent of the Han-
nibal division of the Burlington. Twb
years later he took charge of the
world’s fair transportation matters for

the company for the St. Louis exposi-
tion.

On December 1, 1905, Mulhern was
promoted to superintendent of the
Galesburg division of the Burlington,
the most important division of that
system, and had charge of the con-

struction and grade reduction of that
{line until July, 1908, when he resigned
| to become superintendent of the Illi-
Inols lines of the Chicago and Alton.
He was appointed assistant to Vice
President Levey of the Western Pacific
May 1, 1910, shortly after being made
superintendent of the western division.

All of his service
was in the northwest.

J. P. Quigley, who comes from Sac-
ramento to succeed Mason, began with
the Burlington in 1890. He worked up
to the position of train dispatcher, and
in 1906 went to the Rock Island as
chief dispatcher and train master. He
has been with the Western Pacific for
a year.
