AVON BARD'S HEAD
SOUGHT IN RIVER

Doctor Owen Declares Cipher

CHEPSTOW, Eng., April 27.—Dr. Or-
vile W, Owen, who is digging in the
mud of the river Wye for manuscripts,
which he believes were hidden there by
Lord Francis Bacon, is after bigger
game than has been supposed.
