Leltch
of Fresno, formerly of Kennewick,
Wash.-, has been selected as judge of
the show, and all poultry will be judged
by the comparison method. ,

The live stock exhibit that Is to be
held during the Merchants' carnival
and products exposition also promises
to be a big affair. Already there are
12 entries in the gaited saddler class
of horses, and James T. Ragsdale, who
has charge of this department. Is in
communication with fancy breeders of
gaited saddlers and stallions in all
parts of the state. A string of about
a dozen splendid stallions is also as-
sured. At the present time it. looks
as though there would be more fine
horses on exhibition at the Merced show
than there were at the state fair in
Sacramento last fall.
FARM DISPI-AV PI.AVXED

The Merced realty board is planning
Its irrigated farm display. This will
be a model farm in every respect and
will be one of the biggest features
ln the exposition. Here will be seen
the land of Merced county under ac-
tual condition of irrigation and grow-

ing crops. Together with this display-
will be an exhibition of the products
of the soil, all grown in Merced county
and covering a hundred varieties of
crops.

A glimpse at the program that has
been arranged for carnival week shows
five days crowded with attractions of
every description. The Toadies' .'im-
provement club of Merced has taken
charge of the rose and flower show
and will also have the management

of the baby parade. These two fea-
tures will be pulled off on separate
days, one day will be devoted to the
fraternal societies. another to the mer-
chants of the city, another to the Mari-
posa county people. Together with
these special days will come special
features that will assist In making
the days successful. The Merced car-
nival promises to be the biggest thing
of the kind ever attempted In the San
Joaquin valley.
