
SNAG WAR BEGINS
ON FEATHER RIVER

Civic Bodies of Three Cities
Open Campaign lor Thorough

Dredging of Stream

[Sptdel Dispatch to The Call]
SACRAMENTO, April 30.—The possi-

bilities of a snagless and navigable
Feather riv- all the year round for the
transportation of products from Tuba.
and Sutter counties were emphasizedj
before LOO representatives of the civic
bodies of Sacramento, Marysvllle and
Vuha city today.

To point out tho needs of the Feather
river the Marysvllle chamber of com-
merce chartered the steamer Weltchpec
and took their visitors on a sight pee-'
ing trip from Marysvills to ' Sacra-
mento, arriving hero at about 3 o'clock.
The trip Impressed the excursionists
\u25a0with the campaign the upcountry peo-
pl** are to wage to have the government
<:'ear the stream of snags and sandbars
so that navigation ran be had at low
water In summer time and be as safe
os It was today.

Owing, to the large quantity of snow
In the mountains the Feather Is now
at a high stags for this time of the
year. But as the water recedes in
Bummer snags and debris swept .down
by freshets appear find after July navi-
gation for small river steamers be-
comes dangerous and is abandoned.
Dredging and the removal of snags are
necessary to make this waterway
useful tor transportation In summer.
Tho stream taps a most productive
section besides opening another artery
Into Maryavllle and Tub* City. To In-
duce the government to, open it for 12
months" traffic the civic bodies of the
district will circulate a petition Indors-
ing the work.

Speaker H. A. Hewitt of the state as-
sembly was among the Marys-villa men
on the excursion and was enthusiastic
over the prospects of the Feather.

"If for no other reason we need the
Feather river as a competitor for the
railroad." paid Assemblyman Hewitt.

"To Illustrate: We pay $2 a ton to
sMp our grain to San Francisco by
steam road while Meridian, 25 miles
further away, ships its grain for $1.50
because it uses the Sacramento river.
Were the government to put on hy-
draulic, dredgers turning: out 10,000
cable yards of sediment a day we would
have a well defined channel."

Major Norboe of the state engineer-
ing fjffpartment was In the party and
stated he believed the government, by

dredging, could easily make continuous
traffic on.the Feather possible.

Secretary G. W. Harney of the Marys-
vllle chamber of commerce said that
the merchants of that city guaranteed
sufficient tonnage to Justify a regular
steamer service.

The Sacramento delegation made the
trip to Marysvllle by the Northern
Klectric and wore the victims of an at-
tempt to cripple the service. The cars
were stopped several times on the Hag-
sin grant by obstructions placed on the

third rail, presumably by strikers. Two
copper bars had been used to short
circuit the line anil rob the cars of
