Sail Makers on Piece System
Are Given Money Prizes
for Time Saved

MARE ISLAND, May 1.—By order of
Naval Constructor Thomas Ruhm, the
hull divigion officer, six men in thé
sail loft were put to work this morn-
ing

under the Halsey premium sys-
tem. It is understood that the re-
‘mainlng 20 sail makers will be placed

under the system soon and that it
proves to be a success it will be intro-
duced in the boat shop.

Officers state that the system will
enable the men to earn, in addition
to their ordinary wages, extra re-
muneration for doing work in less than
the fixed time allowed for it.

If the work is satisfactorily com-
pleted in less time than the fixed time
allowed for it, the workman becomes
entitled to a premium varying directly
with the time saved.

If, on the other hand, the workman
takes longer than the standard time,
he will be paid his ordinary wages. A
workman may increase his earnings
by his own effort, but he can not lose
by the introdugtion of the system,

In the case of the foreman, leading
man and quarterman, these men of the
supervisory force will also be paid a
premium depending on the number of
men working under the premium sys-
tem in their shops,
