It has been the general impression
that Trahern was acting at the instiga-
tion of Dalton himself. In response to
queries by Aslsstant District Attorney
Clark, Trahan declared that he did not
know who employed "W. Lair Hill, the
attorney, to appear, for him. .

"I didn't hire Mr. Hill." he said.; "I
don't know how he got into the case."

Trahan. narrated a conversation,
which lie said he had with Attorney E.
