TEACHERS INSTITUTES

Chap. 162, amends section 1560 of the political
code providing that in lleu of the institute of
from three to five copsecutive days, the superin-
tendent of schools of any county in which there
are 20 or more school distriets, or of any city
school distriet employing 70 or more teachers,
may bhold during the sehool year, at any
place in the county or the city distriet, three
or more series of local day or evening institutes,
which shall provide, at each of the chosen places,
pot less than 10 hours of Institute work, pro-
vided that in cities and counties one or more
local day or evening institutes of not less than
two hours each may be held on not less than
three different dates during the year.

Every pupil falling to file such
certificate within five days shall be excluded
from school. In time of smallpox epidemie the
unwaccinated pupils will be excluded from school,
but a separate school may be set aside for them
where smallpox does not exist.

$100 or jmprisonment not less than 50 days,
or both, for any person using net, seine, trap
v welr for catecblog fish in Cache slough or
any of its tributaries, Fishing with hook and
lipe in open season, bowever, is pot unlawfpl,

Chap. 107, makes fshing in Monterey bay
with welr, dam, net, trap or seipe, except gill
nets of 1345 inch mesh, a misdemeanor, punish.
able with a fipe of from $30 to $100 or im-
prisopment from 25 to 50 days, or both.

Chap., 108, prohibits the use of nets, selpes,
traps and weirs in the Napa river and its
tributaries, the punishment being a flpe of not
less than £100 or imprisopment for not less than
50 days, or both,

Cbap. 401, adds section 635% to the penal
code to provide that any person who shall ecast
or use any two mesh, three mesh or trammel
net for taking fish, sbrimp or shellfsh is guilty
of a misdemeanor.

Chap, 405, adds section G36B to the penal code
to make it unlawful to take fish in the Mo-
kelompe river by means of welrs, dams, nets,
traps or seines,

bap. 458, amends the act to prevent the
taking of fish with weirs, dams, nets, etc,,
in certain tidewater of Mendocino county by
baving tbe provisions of chapter 338 apply,

PRIVATE HATCHERIES

Chap. 200, authorizes and regulates the pos-
session, use, tramsportation snd sale of trout
or other fish by persons engaged in the business
of propagating and rearing such fish, and by
persons who purchase fish #o reared. Permission
must be had from the state commission to en.
age in the cuiture of domesticated fish on
private property in ponds with ne natural inlet
or outlet. Fish may be disposed of regard-
less of seasons for fish in public etreams, but
an invoice must be attached to the package,
Violation of the provisions of the act may he
{mulshed by & fine of not less than $25 or by
mprisonment of not Jess than 20 days, or both.

PHEASANTSSALE OF

Chap. 136, amends section 626C of the penal
code to permit the. rearing of imported wild
beasants in captivity and the selling of the
nerease upon permission from the state com.
mission.

PRESERVATION FUND

Chap. 400, amends the act ereating the fish
and game preservation fund by prnvfdlnx that
the cost of the fish batcheries must be met by it.

ROE AS BAIT

Chap. 152, repeals section 632B3 of the penal
code probibiting the use of salmon and steel-
bead roe as balt,

SHELLFISH, STRIPED BASS,
SALMON, TROUT, ETC,

Chap. 338, amends sectiops 628, G28X, 632, 633
and 636 of the penal code by mwaking pumerous
changes as herewith given, in laws regulating
conditions of taking shellfish, striped bass, cat-
fish, trout, salmon and shad. The closed season
on shrimps is removed, but the use of Chinese
shrimp or bag nets or any other fixed coutriv.
ance for catching @sh, sbellish, sbrimps or
crabs is made unlawful. Fyke nets without
wings, used solely for taking catfish above tide-
water between July 15 and June 15 of the fol-
lowing year, are permitted, bowever. An n
season for crawfish and lobsters not less than
91 inches long, exclusive of legs, is created
from September 15 to February 15. It shall be
uslawful to plekle, can or otherwise preserve
any lobster, erab or crawfish meat taken in this
state, to sell such meat not in the shell or to
bring to shore such portions as will not permit
the measurement of such shellfish. The mini-
mum size of dressed catfish to be offered for
sale is reduced from 8 to 7 inches. The minl-
mum measurement across the back of crabs that
mnz be taken is increased from 6 inches to 7T
inches., It is made a misdemeanor for any
person between March 1 and July 1 to take any
abalone, or at any time to take any red abalone
less than 17 inches sround the outer edge of the
shell, or any green abalone less than 18 inches,
or apy pink abalone less than 14 Inches, or any
black abalone less than 12 inches: and it is
also unlawfyl to bring any abaloue ashore unless
it be allve and attached to Its shell;: further,
the kmlnf of any abalone for other than food
purposes is made a misdemeanor,

The shipment of stri bass out of the state
is prohibited. The closed season for taking
striped bass with net or seine is changed from
the two months between May 1 and Joly 1 to
the five weeks between September 17 and Octo.
ber 23. During this closed season it is not
permitted to ghip any striped bass. The open-
ing of the trout, excluding steelhead, sea-
son is changed from May 1 to April 1, except
in district 3, where there is no chaunge. The
day's limit is reduced from 25 pounds to 10
pounds and one fish,

The day’s limit on steelhead above tidewater
is 50 trout. The taking of sslmon, shad or
striped bass with spoon and hook apd line he-
tween October 23 and Novewber 15 above
tidewater is now permitted and is also the taking
of nmot more than one salmon in any calendar
day of that period. It is made a misdemeanor
‘o take apy salmon, shad or striped bass with
any seine or net the corkline of which shall
be submerged below the water's surface. The
limit of tldewater In the Sacramento river is
changed from Sacramento city to the month: in
the San Joaquin from the railrcad bridge near
Lathrop to the mouth,

Chap. 457, adds section 62SF to the penal eode
to make it a misdemeanor to take any Plsmo
clam less than 13 inches around the outer edge
of the shell or to take more than 200 such
clams a day.

STRIPED BASS

Chap. 199, amends section 628A of the penal
code to prohibit the shipping of striped bass out
of the state, permitting, however, the United
States fish commission and the state commission
to ship out striped bass for the purpose of stock-
ing waters outside the state,

STEELHEAD TROUT

Chap. 140, amends gection 6321 of the pepal
code by providing that every person who, between
November 1 and April 1, takes steelbead trout
above tidewater, every person who between April
1 and November 1 takes steclhead above tide-
water, except with hook and line, every person
who between February 1 and October 23 buys or
sells steelhead, every person who takes or has
aoy steelhead taken in tidewater, except with
hook and line, is guilty of a misdemeanor, ex-
cept that it sball be lawful to use gill nets with
615 inch meshes in tidewater between October 22
and February 1. .

TREE SQUIRRELS

Chap. 119, amends section 628G of the
code by removing the protection on tree
in Mendocino county only.

Chap. 260, amends seetion 13 of the act of

ROADS AND BRIDGES——
CONSTRUCTION

Chap. 82, amends section 2714 of the politl-
cal code, to provide that when a city or town
apd a road distriet are jointly interested in
a bridge, it shall be copstructed by contract
let by either city or town or by the county
inte which it extends.
