The Rosamond carried a cargo
of lumber from Grays Harbor and ar-
rived at Sydney yesterday leaking and
in considerable distress.

The Rosamond made the run from
Grays Harbor to Sydney in 64 days and
appears to have been favored with fine
weather until last Friday, when a
heavy storm was encountered. During
the gale the deck lashings parted and
about 150,000 feet of lumber went over
the side.

The loss of the lumber relieved the
stress on the schooner, but before the
lashings parted the Rosamond's topside
had been badly strained and was leak-
ing when the vessel arrived at Sydney.
| According to a cablegram received yes-
|terday, the Rosamond's chain plates
| were torn adrift, the cabin was gutted
and: the ship's stores were spoiled by
| the salt water. The schooner also lost
a number of sails. A preliminary sur-
vey was made of the damage, and it is
estimated that repairs will cost $3,500.
