Even McArdle was
off in hi* work, making a couple of miveues. It was an exasperating exhi-
bitlon to sit through. Save for an odd*
occasion or two, when the Seals got on'

bases and looked like they might pull

off a rally, the exhibition was about as
[ Interesting as a wake.

The cause looked lost after two
frames were over, as Oakland had piled
