Fastest Cars and Drivers in the
Country to Compete in In-
dianapolis Event

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May 22.—High-
ly “tuned” and mechanically as per-
fect as the skill of the modern motor
car maker can produce, 46 of the fast-
ést racing automobiles ever assemblad
are at the Indianapolis motor speéd-
way awaiting the elimination trials
next Friday, which wiil determiné
whether they are eligible to start in
the 500 mile international sweepstake
race on Memorinl day. Every car must
show speed of 75 miles an hour to qual-
ify for one of the greatest raceés in tha
history of the motor contest spoft.
When the entries to this event wers
closed May 1, there were 46 cars #n-
tered, manned by a list of drivers
which includes every well known pilét
in America, as well as several who
made their reputations in Europe he-
fore coming to the United States. The
greatest number of entries in any ohe
contest previous to this time was 26.

‘had anticipated when thé purse of
25,000 in gold was offered for the
winners of the first tén places. A cap-

ital prize of $10,000 headed a list of
nine others as follows: Second, $5,000;

$1,600; sixth, ,$1,000; seventh, 800;
eighth, $700; ninth, $600, tenth, $500.

In addition to this small fortuna theré
have been added side prizes by various
accessory makers, which bring the to-
tal to be won up to about $40,000.
