It will be & great day for the o
time cricketers of California at the Nis-
toric and well known cricket ground at
Alameda today. Great preparations
have been made for the reunion of vet-
erans of the game and many men who
were heroes of the English game in
California more than 30 years ago wilill
be on hand teday to once more handle
the willow and show the present gen-
eration of players how the game really
should be played.

The “old boys” have arranged a re
ulation game which will start ¢ 1
o'clock and, at 1 o'colck, a luncheon

will be served at Croll's. The affair is
creating great imterest in cricket cir-

cles, and in honor of the pioneers of
the game in this state the California
cricket association has called off all
championship games which were to be
played, so that a large gathering of
cricket enthusiasts will be on hand at
Alameda to encourage the veterans,

Cricket in California is by no means
a new game. The Callfornia cricket
association has been in official gxistence
for 20 years and today's game is to
commemorate the twentieth anniver-
sary of the league. Before the forma-
tion of the league there were two or
three clubs and the game can be traced
back for more than 35 years, 30 of
which the clubs have played on Croll's
grounds at Seventh and Webster
streets, which has long had the name
of the “Alameda cricket grounds.”

In 1891, the first year of the league,
the Alameda cricket club won the first
championship of the league. Between
that time and 1901 this club won the
title eight times. Since 1891 Alameda
has not won the event.

In speaking of old time cricketers
there is more than one here who has
passed, the three score jear and ten
mark. The principal of these grizzled
veterans is the ever popular Charlie
Banner, Though well along in years
and old enough to be a grandfather to
the majority of the present day crick-
eters, the old- boy i8 known to all as
“good old Charlie.” Charlie is one of
the most enthusiastic supporters of the
game in this country today and at the
same time is one of the oldest players
in any section of the country. The “0ld
boy” has seen come and go more crick-
e]t;ars in California than any other man
allive,

Then there is the present head of the
league, “Pop” Ward. Pop, like Charlie,
is an enthusiast and though allowing
Charlie the benefit of years will not
give way to the veteran in enthusiasm
These two well known cricketers hgve
been connected with the game in Cal-
ifornia for years and Pop is proud of
the fact that he has a son playing the
game. Ward and Banner will eaptain
the two teams today, Ward's side is to
be known as “Pop's voungsters' and
Banner will lead “Charlie's juveniles.”
